States in 1990,/ pointed out four worldwide
concerns./ disappearing forests,/ rising
temperatures,/ holes in the ozone,/ and acid rain./

Some scientists believe that cutting down
tropical rain forests/ in other parts of the world/
may affect the weather in this country./ Tropical
rain forests,/ which are the home to many animals
and plants./ are being cut down for wood and
farming land./

Scientists also are calling attention/ to the
"greenhouse effect."/ The buildup of certain gases./
such as carbon dioxide,/ in the atmosphere/ may
act like the top of a greenhouse./ A problem results
when the heat close to the earth/ is unable to escape/
into space like it used to./

A third concern is the damage to the ozone layer/
which has been caused by use of technology/ such
as fire extinguishers and air conditioning coolants./

The final problem/ results when some air
pollutants/ in the atmosphere mix with the sunlight./
