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as a teaching tool in this way. Any test of each student was evaluated and received feedbacks for 
three times by teacher without providing scores during the term. The students, themselves, found 
and corrected their errors. By this method, the students reached the creativity, self-concept, 
autonomy and motivation. The sample for this study was drawn up from the students who were 
enrolled at Setayesh High School in Babol. They were divided into two experimental and control 
groups. 20 students comprised the control group, while another 20 students comprised the 
experimental group. Control group's training was conventional (non-portfolio) and the latter group 
was trained on the basis of portfolio. Finally the results showed that the experimental group's 
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
