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Despite the massive constructions in Tehran, a number of projects are implemented which are in the interest
of city quality. However, they do not leave a major qualitative impact on the city and citizens’ judgments due to
multiple reasons. According to an assessment done by the magazine, the common reason why these projects
are less valued in enhancing the quality of the city is the lack of professional aspects in these projects.

It seems the way of focusing on tasks and projects, is rather a syndrome even affecting qualitative projects.
The number, size and speed of the project implementation have surpassed all other criteria. Evaluation of proj-
ects and their born problems indicate that technical aspects are neglected in the process of defining plans and
reviewing their feedbacks.

In contrast to common perception, development projects may destroy the city rather than remediating them
due to incorrect decisions. On the other hand, constructional projects will lead to anticipated outcomes as a
result of professional supervision and improbability of managers’ interventions in implementations. In contrast,
landscape architecture projects require professionalism at all stages to obtain the desired results. Plain and
ordinary non-technical favorable living space in urban landscape design makes it easy to neglect specialized
aspects: less authoritarian and needless urban management specialists will assume that the quality will be
achieved by defining the project.

False analogy between the development process of constructional projects and landscape design conducts
urban management to make a big mistake. "Definition," "design and implementation™ and "function" are three
major steps in assessment of any urban project. In constructional projects, the second stage is carried out by
professionals due to the originality of technical aspects. Step 3 is also quantitative and predictable as a result of
originality of the design in mechanical functions.

This process differs in landscape architecture designs. The simple concept of urban management plan stimu-
lates urban management to define and conduct the project to its thorough implementation. This impetuosity is
the outcome of unoriginality of technical and software requirements aspects. Hence, urban immature manage-
ment will assume that their tastes will suffice in defining and leading a project. Usually, the success of autono-
mous urban landscape designs is measured by hardware aspects and criteria in order to assess projects and
three components of aesthetic identity and function are less valued.

This volume of MANZAR Journal discusses six major projects in six different styles in order to play his role as
a professional reference of assessment and criticism of urban projects. In one article the process of definition
and implementation of a design and in another one a small low-cost but effective case study in influencing the
living environment is discussed. Although consideration of landscape projects by urban management is com-
mendable in all cases, lack of authenticity at the various technical aspects and governance of management taste
in each of them have resulted to unexpected outcomes regarding the spent energy and expenditures. It seems
the blind spot of Tehran urban management in landscape architecture projects is ignoring the role of profes-
sionals.

The strategy derived from all these studies indicates that success of qualitative enhancement in living spaces
is dependent on landscape designs, knowledge and professionalism through all stages of design, implementa-
tion and feed-back assessment. Sheer Allocation of substantial funds to landscape architecture projects can not
guarantee obtaining the desired quality of the urban environment by itself.
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
