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A Legal Approach to Generational Differences in 
Marital Interactions

Abstract 
The purpose of this study was to show the differences 
amongst three generations of married women in 
demanding their legal marital rights. 500 married women 
were selected by using multi-stage cluster sampling from 
the city of Tehran. They were given a questionnaire and 
the data were analyzed using SPSS 20 software. The 
result show there is a statistically significant difference 
amongst the three married women generations in 
demanding their marital rights. The youngest generation is 
more demanding than the older generations, and the 
second generation is more demanding than the first 
generation. Based on stepwise regression analysis, 49.9% 
of the variance in the results are due to the women’s 
employment, educational status and generation.
