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V. Introduction

New historicism is one of the interdisciplinary methods of
historical analysis that has entered the field of literary
criticism since the end of the Y 4™ century. In this method,
the boundary between history and literature is intertwined.
New historiography has contributed to a literary critique
that sees the author of history as the French theorist
Roland Barthes, the writer of the discourse of his time,
and considers literature to be a reinterpretation of this
active participatory discourse in discourse relations (See:
Payandeh, Y«)4, €+A),

Criticism based on historical texts and the course of
historical relativism became one of the tools of modern
historians to recognize literary texts as social, historical
facts. In this perspective - As for the literature of the texts
- we are dealing with reality in two ways: "One is the
reality of literature as the soul of literary works and the
other is the reality in literature that makes literature a
social reality” (Kamari, Y+ YA, £YV),

The poststructuralist approach of historicism, in the same
way that it deconstructs history in favor of the text and
literature of deconstruction, argues that one should not

speak of the certainty of the historical document "but the
identity of history in the interrelationships between the
textuality of history and The historical nature of the text is
clear ”(Abrams, ) 43Y, Y£),

The oral history of Iran in the last two centuries has
developed significantly so that it has been mentioned in
the movement (see, Kamari, Y+ YA, £YA), The analysis of
the published works and the research in the rules of its
formation are done with the aim of creating theoretical
foundations and directing this method of historiography.
Ezzat Shahi's Memories is one of the most prominent
works that has been reprinted YY times since its
publication. The partial-narrative writing style and
information provided by the narrator from the Pahlavi
era's prisons have attracted the attention of critics and
readers.

One of the most important concerns of historiography is
the study of the representation of contradictions,
dichotomies, secrecy, and ideological constraints during
historical narrative. In this study, different levels of
narration, the impact of ideology on narrative, narrative
disruptions and intellectual constructions of Ezzat shahi's
Memories with the approach of modern historicism have
been studied to achieve discourse formation.

Y. Methodology

Historical and literary works were considered as
independent high peaks and the product of individual
genius. In this study, while introducing modern
historiography, its most important rules have been
categorized through the definitions that have been made
about the scientific approach of textual and narrative
attitudes to history. After that, the most important
concepts on which the focus of modern historicism is
focused will be reflected in the text of Ezzat shahi's
Memories.
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¥. Discussion

In this historical narrative, the interaction and
confrontation of the discourse of sovereignty and
reproduction of rival discourses is shown in the three pre-
prison periods, inside the prison and after the victory of
the Islamic Revolution. In this study, with the approach of
modern historiography, we have examined the mentioned
work in two macro and micro divisions and six detailed
level. The findings show that this work in the field of oral
history of the Islamic Revolution with a partial view
while dividing discourse, describing the quality of
domination and division of power, and internal decline of
opposing forces and finally the fragmentation of Iranian
society in two decades, forties and fifties. To formulate
the ideological relations of power, the narrator describes
the political behaviors of conflicting sub-discourses.

In the narration of Ezzat Shahi, an attempt is made that
contains the less heard voice in the narration of history.
His behavior and that of the people he describes played a
role in the intellectual construction of society, and to this
day they have been able to confuse their language with
the dominant language of government, ultimately leading
to the hegemonic domination of the dormant voice. As
Michel Foucault argues, in order to understand
epistemology or the formation of knowledge, we must use
historical discontinuities, because historical discourses
call into question any certainty and continuity of
constructivism through the use of force and bribery.
Unlike traditional historians who trace the origins of
history and rely on that origins to go through a continuous
journey to the present, He starts from the present and goes
back to the past and examines the ruptures (Hayeri, Y« ¢,

¢, Conclusion

In this study, ten general rules of modern historiography
have been shown in the study and analysis of texts. The
trick of formulating these rules in a sample of a literary
type of memory writing is based on the nature of modern
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historiography. In the collection of Ezzat Shahi's
Memories, the historical fragments of the certainty and
continuity of the narration are highlighted based on what
he saw and heard. The narrator expresses the dominant
discourse with hegemonic intervention on the cultural
environment of the Pahlavi regime's prisons, especially in
the Yd¢.s and Yie.s, external/internal discourses,
competition and conflict between individuals and groups,
as well as their internal and external organizational
behavior. In his narrative, Ezzat Shahi highlights the
historical fact of historical disintegration, secrecy, silence
and distortion, during the struggle and after the victory of
the Islamic Revolution, as a matter of fluidity and power.
Through  these historical ruptures, contradictory
behaviors, boycotts, streamlining, and ultimately the
construction of reality by some individuals and groups to
create a historical fact are revealed.

Analyzing the narrative style of Ezzat Shahi, it has been
shown that the set of rules of modern historicism is
highlighted on two levels: first, the general course of the
narrative from beginning to end as the narrator's macro
narrative, which has the formulations of individual
memories and the other is narrative by a third-person
narrator. This narrator (Ezzat Shahi), like the central
narrator and observer, expresses the conflict between
currents and political groups. At this level a descriptive
view of paradoxical behaviors, conversations, and covert
views in a text emerges as part of historical behavior. In
addition to the above, in the collection of Ezat Shahi's
Memories, one can use various types of vocabulary
arrangements, selection of special terms, and emphatic
and omitted points to show the various neglected aspects
of the researched history.
