The Role of Social Exchange Theory in Predicting Unconsummated

Abstract

Objective: Given that sexual problem are multifactorial, and
less has been dealt with this field so far from the point of view
of social psychology. The aim of this research was to investigate
the role of social exchange theory in predicting unconsummated
marriage. Method: This study was descriptive kind of
correlation. Statistical population was composed of all women
that referred to sexual clinics of Tehran city that 220 qualified
women selected by clustering sampling method. The research
tool include Multidimensional Vaginal Penetration Disorder
Questionnaire (Molaie Nezhad, et al, 2014), and Social
Exchange Styles Scale (Leybman etai. 2011). Results: The
results showed that tracking style (r=0/244, p= 0/001),
individualism(r=-0/283, p= 0/001), and benefit-seeking styles
(r=-0/289, p= 0/001) had a significant positive correlation and
fairness (r=0/277, p= 0/0001), and overinvestment (r=0/379, p=
0/0001), significant negative relationship with unconsummated
marriage disorder. Also, the results of multivariate regression
showed that only the fairness style predicts 40% of the variance
of unconsummated marriage disorder. Conclusion: Given that
social exchange styles, especially the fairness style, are effective
in the treatment of unconsummated marriage, appropriate

training in this field can be helpful in family sustainability.
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
