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Introduction

Marriage is considered one of the most
sacred relationships between human beings
if it does not go out of context and couples
adhere to their commitments, which can
have positive results (15). If one of the
parties enters into an extramarital affair, it is
defined as breaking the covenant and
leaving the marital boundaries. And
infidelity is mainly divided into three types
of emotional, sexual and emotional-sexual
infidelity (40).

Infidelity is painful and harmful, but the
question is, what really causes Infidelity? If
the relationship between the couple is not
effective, the couple's satisfaction with the
marriage may decrease and thus provide
grounds for infidelity (22).

Christensen & Sullaway (1948) divide
marital communication patterns into three
categories: In a mutually constructive
pattern, couples discuss their issues. In the
pattern of mutual avoidance, conflict and
argument between couples becomes a
destructive pattern. In the expectation /
withdrawal pattern, one withdraws with
increasing demands from one. Research has
shown that communication patterns can
predict the quality of a couple's relationship
(12).

When the relationship between the couple is
dysfunctional, and the couple's emotions are
not well expressed or accepted if expressed;
the relationship leads to infidelity and the
person seeks someone who can express
their emotions (27). And people often use
patterns of expression and ambivalence in
the way they express their emotions (19).
Expression of emotion refers to the external
display of emotion, regardless of its value or
manner of expression (20). Ambiguity in
emotion expression means that the
individual expresses a combination of
positive and negative emotions (18). Tersa &
Adhikari (32) in their research showed that
when couples can not communicate well
emotionally, the quality of their relationship
decreases.

Yelsma & Marrow (2003) state that when
couples are unable to express their emotions
and communicate properly, their sense of
intimacy decreases, hence the greater need

to have an extramarital affair to Gain
intimacy (23). Therefore, in order to better
understand this issue, the need for research
in these dimensions seems necessary.

The present study was conducted to
investigate the following hypotheses:

1. There is a difference between the
communication patterns of betrayed and
normal women.

2. There is a difference between the
expressive styles of betrayed and normal
women.

3. There is a difference between the
level of intimacy of betrayed and normal
women.

Materials and Methods

The research method was descriptive and
causal-comparative. The statistical
population of this study was all betrayed and
ordinary women in Tehran in 2018. For this
purpose, 65 betrayed women were selected
from clients referred to counseling centers
and family courts in Tehran and 65 ordinary
women were selected by purposive
sampling method according to age variables.
, Employment status and education level
were matched with the betrayed sample.
Communication Patterns Questionnaire
(CPQ): Christensen & Sullaway (1948)
designed this questionnaire. And has three
subscales of reciprocal constructive
communication, reciprocal avoidance, and
expectation-withdrawal.

Emotion Expression Questionnaire
(EEQ): Kin & Emmons (1990) designed this
questionnaire. There are three subscales of
positive emotion expression, intimacy
expression and negative emotion
expression.

Questionnaire of  Ambiguity in
Expressing Emotion (AEEQ): This
questionnaire was developed by King and
Emmons (19), with two subscales of
ambiguity in expressing positive emotion
and in expressing merit. Marital Intimacy
Scale (MIS) This questionnaire was
developed by Thompson & Walker (34).

Findings
Descriptive indicators show the research
variables in both groups of betrayed and
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normal women. Multivariate analysis of
variance was used to compare the research
groups.

The results of multivariate tests show the
significance of the effect of group
membership. Based on the obtained level of
significance (p <0.05), there is a significant
difference between at least one of the
dependent variables between the two
groups of betrayed and normal women.

The results show that according to the value
of F and its significance level, between the
two groups in the pattern of reciprocal
constructive communication (F = 138.02),
expectation-withdrawal communication
pattern (F = 129.93), reciprocal avoidance
communication pattern (172.782) F =),
expressing positive emotion (F = 41.39),
ambivalence in expressing positive emotion
(F=27.46), ambivalence against entitlement
(F = 13.22) and marital intimacy (F = 35.77)
There is meaning.

Discussion

The aim of this study was to compare
communication patterns, emotion
expression styles and intimacy among
betrayed and normal women. The results
showed that there is a significant difference
in communication patterns between
betrayed and normal women; Thus,
betrayed women use more patterns of
expectation-withdrawal and mutual
avoidance, while ordinary women show
more constructive patterns of reciprocal
communication. Gilbert etal. (12) and Lee et
al. (22) in their research showed that
couples who use a constructive reciprocal
communication model have good marital
quality and couples who engage in expectant
communication patterns - They are
withdrawing and avoiding each other, they
do not have a good quality of married life and
they may engage in extramarital affairs.

The results showed that betrayed and
normal women differed in their expression
styles. In other words, there is a difference
between these two groups in expressing
positive emotion, ambivalence in expressing
positive emotion and against merit, and
mostly betrayed women do not apply
effective emotion expression styles. Tersa
and Adhilkari (32) They concluded that
receiving and expressing emotions and even

correctly recognizing the spouse's emotions
in the relationship has an effective role when
the couple expresses their emotions, if the
emotions are positive, it causes a positive
feeling in the other party, while if the couple
expresses their negative emotions, it causes
It is possible for the other party to become
aware of the shortcomings and be able to act
in accordance with the needs of the spouse.
Such conditions lead the relationship to
greater satisfaction and consequently
commitment.

Other results of this study showed a
significant difference in intimacy between
betrayed and normal women. Infidelity
women feel less intimate than normal
women Rodrigue et al. (25) also showed that
those who feel less intimate with their
spouse may have an emotional relationship
with another person.

Conclusion

In general, the results showed that there is a
significant difference between betrayed and
normal women in communication patterns,
emotion expression and intimacy styles, and
betrayed women use dysfunctional and
destructive communication patterns in their
marriages and feel less intimacy, and they
are less emotional. They express themselves
positively.
