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1. Introduction

Romances, like love poems, are full of elegance, beauty, and
literary and cultural highlights. A scientific view of sweet Persian
romances convinces any fair viewer that in such stories, there is a
value far beyond fiction. Except through scientific attention to such
tales, it is impossible to get acquainted with some of the
characteristics of Iranian society in the dimensions of anthropology,
sociology, mythology and historiography. Many Iranian stories are
inspired by popular Indian stories. A large number of Persian tales
from the Timurid period onwards, has been written in India. Some of
them are the art of Iranian writers. A brief look at Indian love stories
is a clear proof that apart from the content of some stories - in which
the influence of Indian rituals can be seen - the deep influence of
Persian literature and culture is abundant in these stories and poems
(Zolfagari, 2015: 56).

"Firuz Shah Badakhshani" is a folk prose romance written in India
in the 11th century AH. While briefly introducing the tale, Safa called
it a pleasant story with ancient roots (Safa, 1990: 1524). Examine the
vocabulary, grammatical and syntactic features of the text, clearly
indicates its Indian origin. The main theme of this story is love and
affection. But in addition to emotional tension, the story uses other
tensions such as hero battles and supernatural elements (demons,
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fairies, ...). Firoozshah's tale has a chain structure with lovely, martial
and somewhat mystical theme.

2. Methodology

The idea of the present study is based on this hypothesis that
behind ordinary and frequent actions and despite the simple text and
far from conviction, Firoozshah's tale has the ability to study
scientifically and discover cultural subtleties in a horizon beyond
similar Indian stories. In a descriptive-analytical manner and with the
help of library resources, the present article, mentioned the structural
elements or properties of the hypothesis in the text of tale and if there
are these functions, the analysis and adaptation has been done by
referring to manuscript. Through this adaptation, the literary richness
and cultural value of the story are explained and analyzed and finally
new achievements of research are mentioned. Such research is
noteworthy in at least three respects: explaining the textual value,
cultural-mythological characteristics and finally introducing a new
model for reviewing stories in Persian.

3. Discussion

Peter Gillette's pattern of analysis in the study of stories is in fact a
review of the Prop model and a modification of its functions. Gillette
has reduced 31 functions of Prop to five. One of the similarities
between Propp and Gillette pattern is paying attention to the ancient
rituals of shamanic initiation. Gillette also considers oral stories as a
narrative. Because the special feature of tales is their storyline; It is a
set of events that occur consecutively over time (Gillette, 2018: XVII).
Having the following components, Peter Gillett's theory is inclusive
and includes all the theories that analyze stories based on structure and
form as well as content and theme:

First position

An important common denominator of all stories is the existence of
the first situation. This situation involves a kind of irregularity that has
emerged in the structure of the family or at the macro level of society.
In the following story, the king's incurable disease is the first
deficiency.

Interact with the helper

The hero of history and seeker character, is a sufferer who willingly
or unwillingly encounters a helper or benefactor who is either kind or
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cautious. This helper comes to his aid after testing the hero
(Mokhtarian, 2005: 122). The helper, because of his knowledge and
power, is in fact part of another world and is also associated with the
enemy.

Interact with the princess

Based on the model of the present study, the princess is a potential
source of fertility and fertility (Gillette, 2018: 113) and sometimes
appears in the role of helper. Basically, in the world of fairy tales and
legends, women are an important and significant reward for who live
in another world.

Interact with the enemy

The enemy in the story is sometimes superhuman characters such
as demons, dragons, lions, bears and sometimes and sometimes has
human face. Dragon-killing myths are especially common among
people who have had difficulty with water (Hasuri, 2009: 21). As the
hero of the story, Firoozshah Respectively faces a lion, a dragon and a
demon. The sequence of enemies and hero battles with them has gone
from easy to difficult. The false hero is a resident of the ordinary
world and usually a close relative of hero. He/She takes the spoils or
the princess from the hero and sometimes claims that he was the one
who did the hard work and got through the story; not the hero (Gillett,
2018: 118).

The return of the hero

The hero returns to his homeland after completing a difficult
mission, finding a rare object, or marrying a princess. Here, as in the
early adventures of the hero as he enters another world, we see
hostility (Gillett, 2018: 118). The border between the two worlds in
the story of Firuz Shah is represented in the form of sea and desert.

The ordinary world and the other world

The concept of the "other world" has already been proposed by
Joseph Campbell. What we see is a story event in an unknown land,
the hero's women live in distant cities, the hero's troubles are amazing
and unbelievable, it symbolically tells us about another world. Stories
can be considered as a scene of conflict between the ordinary world
and the other world or the enmity between the hero and the enemy to
obtain the source of power and wealth and fertility, which is the
princess.

Story and initiation rituals

One of the most important features manifested in the story is the
reference to initiation rituals. One of the most important features
manifested in the tale is the reference to transition rituals. In the
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process of "transition ritual”, a person changes from one state to
another or from one base to another. Firoozshah's departure from
Badakhshan is associated with great difficulty. To quench the princess'
hunger, the hero finds bread by begging during this journey (Shamloo,
N.D: 39). It is not without reason that the hero often marries after
completing a difficult mission and returning to society. In the end, the
hero returns the strange object to the ordinary world, thereby
removing its strangeness.

The symbolism of the four women in tale

In mythological interpretation the number four is the number of
femininity (Chevalier and Gerberan, 2000: 2/557) and according to
Jung, the development of the female element has four stages: First
"Eve", second "Helen", third "Holy Mary" and fourth "Mona Lisa"
(Jung, 2014: 281). Meymooneh character is similar to Eve. Hamyan
Pari is a symbol of beauty and humor. Fairy dance in the tale has a
dual erotic-ritual function. Jeyhoon is the wise lady. But more
passionate than these four women is the fairy queen, who is a mixture
of power, grandeur, beauty, wisdom, kindness and gratitude.

4. Conclusion

Peter Gillette's model in the analysis of tales is the result of
simultaneous attention to the structure and form of the work as well as
the content and meaning of the story. In other words, it is a mixture of
previous textual and contextual theories in the analysis of story
elements. In the analysis of the studied tale, it was proved that all the
five functions of the aforementioned pattern, in the same order and
expected sequence exist in the narrative structure of the story. The
roles used in the tale including: hero, helper, queen, enemy and false
hero, are fully adaptable to the pattern of Gillette theory.
