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The present study focuses on examining Heidegger's
position on the effect of death-awareness on genuine life and the
relationship between death, life and authenticity. Heidegger’s
concernis the question of existence with a fundamental analysis
of Dasein as pure life in the realm of being towards death. The
thoughtofunderstanding death is deeply linked to Dasein’snon-
existence as well as other fundamental concepts such as anxiety,
conscience, and authenticity. Getting rid of the vulgarity of
everyday life is based on the turning point in choosing the
genuine Dasein - death. Death is an element of understanding
Dasein and conscience is also an element of understanding
authenticity inlife. In the meantime, anxiety is a precondition for
authenticity and the discoverer of the veil of death. In
Heidegger’s thought, the search for Dasein’s genuine face by
relying on death and emphasizing the choice of a person away
from the unscrupulous conscience of others is evident.
Therefore, inhis thickintelligence, death-awarenessis one of the
most important things in building a genuine life. But his
approach to death as the beginning or end of life, the
phenomenon of authenticity in this world or the hereafter, as
well as the genuine life here or there, paves the way for a
different view of the metaphysical tradition of the past.
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Life is always influenced by death as the deepest
human concern. Death-awareness and its special relation with human
life to elevate him to the more authentic position is among the main
explain the effect and relation of death and thinking about death on

is a vast relation between death, life, and authenticity and authentic
life is deeply influenced by thinking about death to the degree that
authentic life is only realized by cultivating the land of death.

This study aims to examine the influence of death-
awareness in acgggggggecccceccecee nnee eeeeeees ttttttt  add oo
analyze his views in this regard. Accordingly, it is necessary to review
his views in his works including, books, essays, and interviews as
well as the works written on Heidegger. Given the topic under study,
a descriptive-analytical method was used in this article. Moreover, the
data and information were collected through library research.

Given the main topic of under study and the analysis of the
relation of death-awareness with choosing authentic life, it could be
understanding existential death As existential death is a possibility
that is always rooted in the authenticity of Dasein (Mulhall, 2005). It
is authentic understanding of death that can lead Dasein to authentic
life. If Dasein departs from this understanding, it will fall down into
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a average dayliness, leading to an irresponsible understanding of life.
In this regard, in his History of the Concept of Time, he highlights that
tt ss yyyy yy eeahh aaat aa eenn can aay hhhh heaadtty “I a””
(Heidegger, 1985) and what reveals the existence of Dasein is nothing
but anxiety. It is only in anxiety that we confront nothingness (Paluch,
1970) and this awakens conscience. In Heidegge’’i ii ecc c.... cccce
is the element of understanding essence and death is the element of
understanding life. Neglecting death is the basis of inauthentic life.
Heidegger lays the ground for authentic life by confronting Dasein
with death and guides it from inauthenticity to authenticity. By the
notion of Being-toward-death of Dasein, Heidegger makes it
determined in choice and the necessity of the responsibility of this
choice. Therefore, he prevents Dasein from falling down into average
dayliness. What guides Dasein from the negligence of inauthentic life
towards authentic life is continuous resistance against falling (Dix,
2004). Furthermore, Heidegger pursues the limits and boundaries of
life, death, and authenticity in the border between birth and death of
Dasein and sees death as the absolute end of Dasein. Thus, he does
not see a safe refuge after death and defines authenticity in this finite
ccceeff aa eennadd eeeeeeett nn tt. cc cggggggrgee eeeeeeess WWwWw
11€€, a,,1,3100059 ,dd aa eessss seeeeee remain enclosed in the form
of beings of timeliness, worldliness, and historicity. He sees no other
scale to evaluate the relation of life with death and authenticity. This
view reduces the feeling of security in life with the belief in
impossibility and another world.

Conscience is the
element of understanding authenticity and saves Dasein from falling
down into the abyss of talkativeness, curiosity, and ambiguity.
Therefore, the existential understanding of its death and
distinguishing between existence and being make Dasein as Being-
toward-death in control of its decisions. In this way, as Dasein leaves
the dominance of others and general conscience, it escapes
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compatibility with the normal forms of life and achieves authenticity
in life by accepting the responsibility of its decissssss ee eeeecees
authenticity is realized in the limits and boundaries of Thrownness
and death as the absolute end and there is no other world.
