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Abstract

An international non-governmental organization is a volunteered self-established
non-profit organization which advocates public interests. The role of non-
governmental organizations' which inherently persue public interests, are significant
and have been recognized at different levels such as friend of the court (amicus
curiae), plaintiff and plaintiff representative. Meanwhile, according to the European
