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Extended Abstract

Introduction

Spatial heterogeneities in cities are the product of complex economic and social relations with
the natural environment. The existence of spatial inequalities in cities and the importance and
role of these inequalities in their viability and development, has led to a special approach to
sustainability in these spaces based on the spatial duality of livability. What is remarkable is the
severe spatial heterogeneity in the viability of the metropolis of Tehran. As such, this
heterogeneity and duality is evident even at the level of urban neighborhoods (zand , 12:1397)
In this regard, Region 7, as the study area, in recent decades has faced many general and unique
issues in terms of quality of life and livability. In line with the goals of stabilizing the
neighborhoods of metropolitan areas, which are associated with improving the quality of the
environment and maintaining its health and survival, creating balance and spatial and temporal
balance, these shortcomings and issues that threaten the health of life in the city must be
identified and evaluated. And then by examining the relevant theories of urban livability and
proposed models for the corresponding cities, the optimal model of improving livability for the
city is presented.

Methodology

The research method is applied in nature and based on a descriptive - analytical method. The
analyzed data were obtained from the survey and the statistical sample consisted of residents of
District Seven and the distribution of the sample was random cluster. Data collection method is
primarily library information that is used to determine thematic boundaries, concepts, views and
theories, and based on this knowledge, as well as basic studies on the geographical features of
the region and biological experience, a suitable theory is selected for research. The data
collection tool is a questionnaire. TOPSIS model has been used to analyze the data of spatial
heterogeneity and duality in space.

Results and Discussion

Considering the environmental, physical, social, economic and managerial dimensions,
livability of District 7 of Tehran Municipality and the factors and components affecting
it, using the TOPSIS model, the explanatory extent of these dimensions in the livability
of the region is determined. Based on this, first the dimensions and items of viability are
calculated; This means that the questionnaire was filled out from the residents of the
neighborhoods and was calculated in the average of the answers in the item And then it
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is summarized below the dimensions and in order to evaluate the livability level of the
neighborhoods, the sub-dimensions are placed in the TOPSIS model to measure the
amount and livability level of the neighborhoods. In this method, the distance of each
criterion with the ideal solution and the non-ideal path is calculated and the studied
areas are arranged in descending order. The larger the value obtained, the better the
ideal solution. Based on the studied data on the viability of Tehran's 7th district,
Niloufar neighborhood with 0.967 points ranked first and Abbasabad neighborhood
with 0.914 points had the highest viability score. There are neighborhoods that are
located in the northern part of the region. In contrast, Shahed and Nezamabad
neighborhoods had the lowest points with 0.082 and 0.220, respectively And ranked last
in terms of viability There are neighborhoods that in terms of spatial structure with high
population density, migratory and urban decay and have a network of narrow passages
and in terms of economic value and population, unemployment is not in a good
condition.

Conclusion

"Urban population growth™ over the past few decades, although it has brought benefits to city
dwellers, But this phenomenon has faced many cities, residents and city managers with
problems and challenges in the social, cultural, economic, biological and physical fields.
Continuation of this situation has caused cities to move away from the situation of stability and
degrade the quality of life of residents. On this basis, "urban livability" was proposed as one of
the approaches to the issue of sustainable development, and in order to solve urban challenges
and problems. Based on this, the aim of the present study was to identify the most important
factors affecting the promotion of livability in the eastern and western zones of District 7 of
Tehran. By examining the theoretical background of research on the issue of urban viability, the
idea of the present study is the livability of cities located in urban areas (as geographical
locations) changing. As the livability of metropolitan areas decreases with increasing spatial
duality(The higher the spatial duality, the lower the livability) Also, the nature of livability and
its spatial duality at the neighborhood scale are influenced by social, economic and
environmental factors. Spatial duality of livability indicators of neighborhoods in District 7 of
Tehran Municipality is due to the consequences of the rapid growth of Tehran, the
disintegration of the distribution system of service centers within the city, especially at the
neighborhood level, which has led to widespread inequalities in citizens' access to services and
spatial duality. Economic backwardness and poverty may be exacerbated by poor access to
services, which can result from the physical shape of places, inadequate and unequal
distribution of service and financial resources. Inadequate and unequal distribution of basic and
material resources in the metropolitan areas of Tehran. Human and material capital, due to the
development of neighborhoods from their growth, is currently one of the challenges of
managers and urban planners in meeting the needs of citizens. By examining the level of
inequality in the distribution of services and identifying the spatial pattern of injustice in
neighborhood resources and capital and the lack of comprehensive planning in the whole region,
according to the capacities and limitations of each neighborhood, it can be found which
neighborhood space organization is in a worse position. Basically, in a situation where
inequality in access to facilities and services increases, the level of livability of neighborhoods
is threatened and As a result, it is necessary to review the policies and programs of the
municipality and the responsible organizations in the field of sustainability of urban areas.
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
