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The Desirable Model of State Intervention in the field
of Social Security, Social Investment and the Require-

ments of Justice
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Abstract:

The idea of social investment has transformed and revised approaches to the scope
and nature of welfare state interventions, particularly in the field of social security. In
the past, the tendency towards privatization and regulation within the framework of
neoliberal approaches to the social security system has led the advanced welfare state
to reduce social security interventions, protections and benefits. The idea of replacing
social security with social investment does not seem to provide all citizens with suffi-
cient protection in the face of poverty and affects access to the right to social security.
Providing immediate, sufficient, and comprehensive support that provides universal
access to a minimum of resources requires a return to the distributive logic of social
security and in continuation the determination of the limits and role of state in this area.
In this study, with the aim of achieving the desired model of state interventions in the
field of social security by a descriptive-analytical method, looking at the shortcomings
of the theory of social investment state and relying on the requirements of justice in
two titles “job as an asset” and “difference in internal endowments” the basis for a re-
turn to the distributive logic of social security has been identified. Accordingly, present
study has concluded the necessity of accompanying social investment with compen-
satory interventions of the traditional welfare state in the form of benefits of the social
security system.
