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Abstract

The combination of specific possibility and double common (general) possibilities
has created a difficult issue as a serious challenge in Islamic philosophy. The first
aspect is explaining how to construct the concept of special possibility and the
second problem is the results of the presented explanations. The first problem is that
if the specific possibility is derived from double general possibilities, the possibility
theorems are analyzed into two theorems. The second problem is that if the specific
possibility is derived from a common possibility, then, in relation to the general
possibility, its relation to the subject itself becomes virtual, while the relation of a
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specific possibility to quiddity is a real relation. The negativity of the meaning of the
specific (special) possibility also causes the application of the possibility in possible
positive cases to be challenged. In this paper, through interdisciplinary studies and
using the theory of blending, it became clear that in the construction of special
possibility, some semantic components of common possibility are transferred to the
space of special possibility and some components and accessories are not thrown
into the mixed space. On the one hand, the conceptual blending with the integration
of the slabs turns them into a single stripping. On the other hand, due to the special
function of conceptual composition, the virtuality of the relation in the common
possibility is not transferred to the specific possibility, and thus the relation of the
special possibility to its subject is real. By creating a positive meaning in the mixed
space of a particular possibility, other forms - based on the negativity of the particular
possibility - are also eliminated.

Problem Statement

Explaining the concept of possibility and referring to its different meanings, Ibn Sina
states that a special possibility has been concluded with a special quotation from the
general possibility (Ibn Sina, 2005, vol. 1, p. 237) and in a way a combination of
double general possibilities (on the side of necessity and Deprivation) is. One of the
characteristics of general possibility is that it is a description of the opposite side,
therefore, for this reason Mulla Sadra and Sabzevari specify that attributing common
possibility to the agreeing party is permissible (1989, vol. 1, p. 150) by putting two
The above is the problem that the special possibility, which is a word derived from
the general possibility, has a virtual citation to its subject, and the virtual nature of
the special possibility contradicts the substance of its propositions. On the other
hand, if we accept that the quiddity is really characterized by a special possibility,
we should not consider it as the result of double general possibilities, but a special
possibility is an independent and single meaning. (Tabatabai, 1989, vol. 1, p. 151)
Mesbah Yazdi, although the attribution of nature to a special possibility is customary
He does not know virtual, but he believes that from the philosophical point of view,
the mentioned documents are virtual. (2004, vol. 1, p. 128) It is not, but "according
to the necessity of two customary meanings, it is forged for a true description whose
soul returns to a single meaning.” (Javadi Amoli, 1389, vol. 2, p. 428)

This difference of opinion has caused some researchers to consider one of the
difficult metaphysical problems to be the solution of the problem of combining a
special possibility from two denials of necessity. (Abedi Shahroudi, 1396, pp. 131-
130) Abedi Shahroudi himself finds another way to solve this problem. He believes
that the special possibility is not combined with the two common possibilities, and
the special possibility eliminates the two necessities with one deprivation. Abedi
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Shahroudi states that the general possibility is not established in the soul itself and
is always realized in the presence of necessity or refusal or a special possibility. On
the other hand, the denial of the necessity of existence and the denial of the necessity
of non-existence are together in the soul of the matter. Therefore, in terms of the
matter itself, there is no more than one negation in a particular possibility, so the
virtuality of the relation of a particular possibility to its subject is removed and it can
be considered as contracts and elements of propositions. (Ibid., Pp. 131-130) The
question is that Is a particular possibility really a mere combination of two common
possibilities? If so, how do the virtual forms of the relation in the particular
possibility be solved? If we accept the combination of the concept of a particular
possibility with two common possibilities, does the denial in the particular
possibility become multiple or single? In this case, how can the materiality of the
theorems be justified as a special possibility? These questions are some of the
problems facing the philosopher in the field under discussion.

Method

Since semantic studies focus on how and how to construct meaning, the authors have
used the capacity of this field to try to analyze the problem using the method of
cognitive semantics. It is natural that such an effort requires a framework and the use
of special and methodical rules, and without it, it is not possible to properly explain
the process of constructing meaning. For this purpose, the theory of conceptual
blending was chosen as a method of explaining and analyzing the problem. In the
process of blending, the human mind uses mental spaces to construct a new meaning
and achieves an emerging meaning by combining the required elements and adding
new semantic components.

Findings and Results

The construction of the meaning of the special possibility from the general
possibility using the cognitive model of the integration network led us to the novel
point that although some semantic components of the common possibility are present
in the specific possibility, there is a necessity in the objectivity of all semantic
components and accessories of these two possibilities. This study showed that
selective projection, as one of the characteristics of the blending process, causes the
two deprivations of necessity to be transferred from the two mental spaces to the
common space and thrown into the fused space. In this way, by combining and
merging two deprivations of necessity by the opposite, the meaning of deprivation
of necessity is obtained and the multiplicity of defeats becomes a single deprivation
with the process of integration. The mixed space, while receiving the common
components of the input spaces, also borrows part of the framework of the two
mental spaces and creates a new structure with a creative process. This structure,
unlike the two common possibilities, is free from the figurative forms of attribution
to the subject. In another cognitive activity, the meaning of a particular possibility is
extended to the equation of proportion to existence and non-existence; Therefore,



special possibility is used both negatively and positively in cases. With this semantic
analysis, the problems caused by the promise of multiplicity of negation in a
particular possibility, the virtual nature of the ratio of common possibility and its
extension to a special possibility, as well as the problems caused by the negation of
the meaning of a particular possibility are answered.
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
