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Abstract

In this article, we try to display that in Merleau-Ponty's phenomenology, the body as
a bodily subject has an ontological relationship with the world due to its own
particular existential modes. To explain this, it is necessary to know the nature of
perception, which has inherently existential relation to the body and consequently to
the world. To understand the existential relationship of the body with the world, it is
necessary to analyze the nature of the bodily perspective, which indicates the
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physical being-in-the-world of the subject. In general, Merleau-Ponty, by criticizing
the duality of Cartesian soul and body in the philosophical tradition and reducing the
soul or subject to the realm of thought, tries to prove the corporeality of the subject
and to display that the corporeal subject is of the type or flesh of the natural world
and therefore its relation to the world is a natural and existential relation. Thus, by
proposing concepts such as the bodily subject, the flesh, the bodily view, being in
the world, etc., Merleau-Ponty seeks to show ontologically that we have complex
relations with the world, and without understanding these relations one cannot know
He had himself and the world.

Problem Statement

What distinguishes Merleau-Ponty's analysis from that of other philosophers in this
article is that he calls the whole of human existence "the body-subject,”" which is
unprecedented in the history of philosophy. He gives neither precedence to the mind
nor to the body, but he speaks of the subject or the bodily mind, according to which
there is no ontological distinction between soul and body, and he claims that this
distinction is also conceivable. It is not, and as a result of his attempt, to use his
various words in his works to show that the body's relation to the world is an
existential relation, not epistemological or epistemological, and therefore he is
influenced by Husserl's phenomenology. And Heidegger's existentialism describes
the ontology of this corporeal subject and its relation to the world. It is obvious that
his description of this corporeal subject in the field of philosophy will challenge
traditional concepts such as the relationship between the soul and the body of the
Cartesian and non-Cartesian type and will critique the rationalist and empiricist
approaches of modern philosophers. Here we intend to show the ontological position
of this corporeal subject and its existential connection with the world in the
phenomenology of this philosopher, and this is something that is often overlooked
or completely neglected in research on the philosophy of this philosopher.
Merleau-Ponty struggles with the Cartesian and Kantian philosophical tradition by
denying the duality between us and the world. Stephen Priest says that according to
Merleau-Ponty, Descartes' subject was "removed” from the world. Instead of
Descartes' thesis that man is inherently a spiritual substance that would still exist if
the world did not exist, he introduces a new concept of the subject: the subject is
inherently corporeal and inherent in the world. According to Merleau-Ponty, the
subject without the body can have no understanding of the world. This is because we
ourselves are natural beings, and this makes us perceive natural beings.

In the phenomenology of the body, Merleau-Ponty must find the secret of the
existential belonging of the body and the world in the act of "seeing.” Seeing objects
is an inner transcendental experience. According to Merleau-Ponty, in perceiving
objects | also perceive the latent properties of objects, but Husserl believed that the
latent properties of an object are indefinable to me because I have not yet experienced
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the senses. Contrary to Husserl's view, Merleau-Ponty argues that the indefinite must
be considered a productive phenomenon.

Method
The research method in this paper, is the phenomenological method performed
according to Merleau-Ponty method.

Findings and Results

The problem of the body in Merleau-Ponty's philosophy is at the heart of his
phenomenological analysis, and here we have tried to display that his intention is not
merely to describe the phenomenology of the body and its various dimensions and
properties, although this has been stated in many of his various writings. . In this
article, we begin by analyzing the problem of sensory perception and the
entanglement of perception with the object of perception in the natural world to show
that our lived experience as bodily subjects leads us to something that is not separate
from us and as a result The separation of body and world, which is a matter of course
in the rationalist and empiricist thinking of traditional philosophy, is not local to the
Arabs in Merleau-Ponty's thought. By using the terms "flesh”, "entanglement",
"motive intention”, "being-in-the-physical world", he pursues two goals
simultaneously: one is to reject the philosophical thought based on our duality and
the world, and the other is to reject Show the existential relation of our body to the
world and, consequently, by adopting the approach of naturalistic totalitarianism,
prove our existential connection with the natural world. Therefore, from what we
have just said, the sentence quoted at the beginning of the article makes it quite clear
to us why Merleau-Ponty claims that "I am my body as far as | have experience.”
This sentence fully reveals the existential unity of the body with the world.
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
