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Extended Abstract

Introduction:

Take care of the risk factors and the double-
edged sword It is a social harm.Undoubtedly
not all factors can be removed or destroyed, But
by empowering schools in the direction of care
students becomes,consciously dealing with
injuries and problems facing students.
Empowered schools great capital for
educational systems are considered because are
self-directed and reliable, and have the ability
to adapt to external and internal changes in the
organization, are receptive to learning, and
enjoy participation in affairs. But unfortunately
this is important in the education system and its
management has received less attention, despite
the fact that education is an inclusive, dynamic
and influential institution on the overt and
covert moral, political, economic, religious,
legal, social and cultural behaviors and norms
of students, the nature of its activities and goals
promote the spirit of creativity, flourishing and
emergence of talents. Raising the level of
public awareness, expertise and strategy in
achieving excellence, development, prosperity
and growth. But studies in the country show
that until recently, the management system in
the ministry of Education did not have a
suitable framework for empowering schools. In
contrast to the increasing spread of social harms
(dropout, school dropout, addiction, theft,
suicide, the formation of opposition groups,
etc.), especially in recent years among students,
as well as the prevalence of overt and covert
corruption, a significant increase in crime and
social perversions and drug addiction,
especially among young people and
adolescents, require a fundamental reflection
and solution.

Context:

One of the concerns of the present age, which
has seriously threatened educational centers
and schools and has become one of the
challenges of those in charge of education and
training, is the social harms that have exposed
students to serious dangers.

Goal:
The purpose of this study is Identification of
effective factors on empowerment of schools

with emphasis on social care system of
students.

Method:

The research method is descriptive-survey. The
statistical population of the study included the
entire student academic levels (Elementary,
first and second secondary), The parents and
staff of the schools were in Sari and Neka.
sampling method Multi-stage cluster is used out
of whom 386 were selected as the sample
population for study. To estimate the number of
sample population, the Cochran formula was
used and for date collection researcher made
guestionnaire were used, that Face and Content
Validity questionnaire were confirmed using
the comments of experts. reliability of
questionnaires through The Cronbach's alpha
coefficient was calculated in a preliminary
study on 40 individuals (0.94). Data analysis
was performed through Pearson correlation
coefficient and second-order factor analysis in
SPSS21and lisrel 8.8 software.

Findings:

The results showed that three key components
of school empowerment in students' social care
system are cognitive, emotional and behavioral
components.

Results:
In order to the components of the school

empowerment model, with emphasis on the
social care system, it can be stated that the
cognitive component refers to the recognition
of students as a key role in empowering schools
to develop the social care system. That can be
by preparing programs to build self-awareness
in  them, including education and
institutionalization of patience, forgiveness and
forgiveness are effective ways of empowering
schools to care for students against social
anomalies, that promotes principles ethical
based on Islamic principles it causes the
expansion of the social care system. In addition
to this, the emotional component focuses on
emotion management programs through
interventions such as emotional
intelligence.That can be schools to empower
students in the development of the social care
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system this component refers on self-
management ability, By students through the
implementation of programs to protect the
social care system that can expected to have an
impact on their empowerment. Based on the
central issue is a key element in the social care
system which with institutionalizing the spirit
of forgiveness in students, it can make them
efficient and empowered in the social care
system. Finally the behavioral component has
focused on observable markers in student
behavior; This component refers to this is the
issue which with creating interaction and
integration between educational programs and
with  providing various facilities, the
foundations of success in the empowered social
care system can be established and by
preparation and distribution diverse educational
resources in accordance with cognitive field
students and the preparation of partnerships and
cooperation between all factors and units
involved in school empowerment was
successful. It is obvious that our education
system to studies and research related to social
injuries and related care systems in the field of
students needs and in the meantime it is
necessary to address important issues, problems
and influencing factors which somehow leads

to the reduction of social harms the necessary
attention should be paid, In fact, applied
research in this field seems necessary to achieve
the desired situation by providing conditions in
which all talent and students' abilities to be
educated in order to achieve success and
perform educational and life activities and for
this reason, the education system is becoming a
center for developing of life skills. Because
students as the young and future-making forces
of the country, they have an important and
sensitive position.Consequentialism, which is
one of the prominent features of our country's
educational system, cannot alone provide the
basis for the success and all-round growth of
students and requires attention to other
individual,  environmental and  school
empowerment elements in order to promote
them the present study is one of the first
attempts in Iran to identify the components of
school empowerment with emphasis on the
social care system, which was conducted in Sari
and Neka city, generalizations of the findings of
this research to other cities and students is
limited. Also in order to increase
generalizability Findings It is recommended to
repeat this research with other samples.
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
