To analyze the data, thematic analysis method with open, axial
and selective coding was used. Findings showed that 31 open
codes, 9 central codes (knowledge about other cultures,
cognitive skills, social skills, global environment, global
literacy, etc.) and 2 optional codes (global citizen education
opportunities and global citizen education threats) were
identified as elements of the global citizenship curriculum
model.
