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Abstract

Introduction: This study investigates the relationship between
implicit and explicit ambivalent sexism with gender roles, and
predicting the gender roles based on sexist attitudes of adolescents.
Method: In terms of goal and research methodology, this study
was an applied and descriptive-correlational de3|?n, respectively.
The statistical population of the study consisted of all adolescents
aged 12 to 18 years old in Tabriz who were studying in one of the
schools of this city.
