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In this article, by examining the poetry flow of black romanticism in the thirties and
forties in Iran, the representation of loneliness in the poems of the poets of this flow
is analyzed. The main issue is the connection between the intellectual and
ideological components of the black romanticism of these two decades with the
emergence of the concept of loneliness in their poetic meanings. The main reason
for the emergence of the black romanticism trend is the frustration Coup D’etat of
1332 $./1953/ 1332, which has led to dark themes and blackness in this poetic trend,
and it harbors nihilistic ideas. The discussion of loneliness has strongly considered
this nihilistic trend. The main poets of this trend, based on their influence from the
existentialist and humanist attitude, whose works are analyzed in this article, are
Hassan Honarmandi, Forough Farrokhzad and Ahmed Shamlou. The results of this
research showed that although the influence of the thoughts of French thinkers about
loneliness is evident in this thought stream, this is associated with the unconscious
influence of the background of Iranian thought in Persian poetry and concepts such
as humanism, individualism, the endlessness of life, freedom based on It has
reproduced individuality.

Introduction

The poets of this movement were philosophically influenced by the culture of individualism and western
subjectivity, especially when they were familiar with the ideas of French thinkers and artists. According to
this view, the concept of loneliness is rooted in the existence of humans (existential) in the world, and
according to it, loneliness is a forced thing that is created by the concept of "being human". This loneliness
can manifest in a spiritual and optimistic or atheistic and pessimistic form. The root of this type of attitude
can be traced in two ways of spiritual or atheistic existentialism (authenticity of existence), which is the
representative of the first type of Gabriel Marcel and the latter type of Jean-Paul Sartre. In the tradition of
existentialism, loneliness is the separation between the individual and the world, which is referred to as the
suffering caused by loneliness. In addition to analyzing the intellectual roots of the romanticism of this
period in the representation of loneliness, the important issue of the research is to analyze how this
representation is formed in terms of meaning, form and structure in the poems, as well as its effects in terms
of reading on the critics and the audience. The formation of black romanticism in Iran Black romanticism
in Iranian poetry has its roots in the romantic flow of poetry, which is distinguished from the epic-social
poems of poets such as Nima, Shamlou, and the Third Brotherhood and it is simply a flow of poetry that
was formed among Iranian poets after the constitution and later on the basis of social conditions and the
fading of revolutionary and reformist passion and despair of reforming the state of the country. This matter,
in harmony with the 1930s and 1940s, when the national movement failed, gave a new life to the poetry of
romanticism in Iran. Since in this school of poetry, escape from the existing situation and introversion is
one of its most important elements, so the trend towards romantic poetry became widespread among poets
in the 1930s.

Black romanticism reached its peak based on political and social developments after the coup d'état on
August 28, 1332. According to the researchers of the history of Iranian poetry, the emergence of the trend
of black romanticism in Iranian poetry was from Dehkhoda's poem "Yad Arz Shama Morde Yad Ar" after
the constitutional revolution. But the beginning of the formation of romanticism is in Nima's period with
his poem "Efsaneh” (Shafi'i Kodkani, 1383: 50; Zarkani, 1384: 342). Looking at the pioneers of this poetry
movement in Iran, it can be seen that the most important influence for the formation of this movement in
the thirties and forties was the acquaintance of the aforementioned poets with French romantic poems in
two ways: directly from French literature and the new Ottoman Turkish literature which It is also influenced
by French literature. Because the pioneers of romantic poetry in Turkey were educated in France. The
important component of the romantic movement that started with Dehkhoda's poem "Yad Ar" is the
difference that this poem had in terms of form and content with the poems of the era before it, and it can be
compared with the form and content of European poems. Did Dehkhoda himself and the critics of that period
have also acknowledged this issue? For example, it is mentioned in the same period that "this poem is almost
in the first row of European poems"; "Obviously influenced by European literature™ and "the vanguard and
the first example of modern Iranian poetry" and "is an example of the poet's innovative style and grace".
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The main intellectual influences for the emergence and shaping of the concept of loneliness in the poetic
collections of the black romanticism movement in the 1930s and 1940s were familiarity with the ideas of
French thinkers and poets due to familiarity with the French language. Parallel to this familiarity with
existentialist ideas, which was about the loneliness of man in the world and then the formation of the
relationship of loneliness with art and poetry, the important event of the August 28 coup also happened in
Iran. This symmetry was the driving force behind the modeling of the concept of existential loneliness in
the poems of poets such as Hasan Artmanari. Ahmed Shamlou and Forough Farrokhzad are also familiar
with the French language, and their influence on the French culture has been different. In Farrokhzad's
poems, this impression of loneliness is associated with the theme of thinking about death. The thought of
death, which is modeled on lyrical and naturalist poetry, and death is also considered one of the equivalents
of physical pleasures. But the effectiveness of the French attitude towards loneliness in Shamlu's poems was
different from the two mentioned currents, that is, the discussion of loneliness corresponding to humanist
ideas and freedom based on individuality was accepted.
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
