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1. Introduction

This research is an analytical study of Riyadh al-Mohebbin to
recognize its place and importance in Persian literature. Riyadh al-
Mohebbin is a work on ethics and mysticism written between 1264
and 1270 AH. This book contains fictional and historical anecdotes
about love and all its kinds, narrated in the form of parable full of
allegories, verses, hadiths and sayings of elites and sheikhs. The book
also contains many poems by Mawlana, Sa'adi, Hafez, and other great
Persian poets that represent the author's literary studies. The author of
Riyadh al-Mohebbin, also a poet, Reza-Qoli ibn Mohammad Qoli
Niri, has composed many poems, mainly in the form of mathnavi,
and, although these poems are poetically mediocre, some are
appropriate to the situation, and are expressed in anecdotes through
the characters' language. Also, at the end of the book, some other parts
of these poems include a sorrowful theme of Imam Hossain’s tragedy,
including them among the most influential Asura poems, and
expressing the strong feelings and beliefs of the writer for Imam
Hossain and his companions. The study also argues the uncertain
assignment of Riyadh al-Mohebbin to Reza-Qoli Kan Hedayat, and
refutes000000 this claim on the basis of the evidences contained in the
text. In the end of the study, the most accurate reference available
from the printed and manuscript versions of this work are introduced.
In this study, firstly, the materials were collected through library
research, and then the research questions and hypotheses were
organized. The information was classified and its stylistic
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characteristics were extracted from the point of view of historical
stylistics and a structural point of view.

2. Methodology

The present study deals with a comprehensive description of the
codicology, stylistics, and the introduction of the author of one of the
most interesting moral-spiritual texts written during the Qajar period,
corrected by the corresponding author of the study and due to be
published. This research is the first step in identifying the author of
Riyadh al-Mohebbin and introducing the characteristics of his only
identified work, considered as a page of the history of literature and a
branch of Persian mystical and A3ura literature in Iran.

3. Discussion

The lithograph of Riyadh al-Mohebbin was printed in the handwriting
of Mohammad Reza Kalhor in 1270, and according to bibliographic
and codicological sources, it is the oldest existing text of Riyadh al-
Mohebbin, which is even older than the existing copies. Therefore, it
is considered to be the authentic version for reference and knowledge
of the contents contained in Riyadh al-Mohebbin. This version has
248 pages and 21 illustrations. It should be noted that the lithography
of this work in the handwriting of Mohammad Reza Kalhor (1866-
1931) can show significant aspects of this work in the author's time.
In addition, the books printed by Mohammad Reza Kalhor are
significantly rare. In any case, the handwriting of this work by one of
the most famous Qajar calligraphers, along with other lithographs,
and numerous other manuscripts, shows the interest of the readers of
that era in this text.

As mentioned, this print has 21 pictures that are perfectly suited to
the famous stories. Elegance in the design of nature and precision in
showing different ethnicities by showing the distinctions in the
models and styles of people's clothes and hats have been included in
all the images, indicating the cultural and social distinctions of
people. In addition, the images are symbolic. For instance, in the
stories related to the ASura event, when Za'far Jinni was trying to help
Imam Hossain, his army is depicted with poison and resemble
animals, while the children of Imam Hossain appear like crowned
princes. Also, in these images, the enemies of Imam Hossain are
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shown much smaller than other people, and the painter probably
intended to show their low position by making their images smaller.
Regarding the stylistic features of this Qajar work, it should be noted
that although in this period, prose is returning from vague and
loquacious writing to relatively simple and fluent prose, the prose of
Riyadh al-Mohebbin is not completely devoid of this type of writing,
and, there are examples of prolixity in the text. Reza-Qoli has also
tried to create soothing and rhythmic prose words by creating
harmony in verbal music.

In Riyadh al-Mohebbin, many poems are mainly in the form of
mathnavi, under the term "Le-Mo'alefeh”. Although the poems are
average in terms of poetic rank, their valuable feature is that they are
often suitable for the narrator's current situation, embedded in
anecdotes, and come from the words of the anecdotes' characters. It
seems that some of these poems were written only for that particular
story. At the end of the book, the author's impassioned poems about
the ASura event are included, which are among the most passionate
ASura poems.

From the point of view of intertextual relations, a large part of the
poems that appear after the author's poems are from the spiritual book
entitled Mathnavi-e M'anavi. The predominance of the poems of
Riyadh al-Mohebbin and Mawlvi's Mathnavi is remarkable in this
book. From the beginning to the end, these verses continue parallel to
each other in the form of a few verses by Mawlavi, a few verses by
Reza-Qoli in prose, and poems by other poets that are rarely
mentioned. This process continues until the end of the third chapter of
the second article, and from then on, Nazm (poetry) prevails over
prose, in an order that a few verses are adopted from Mathnavi and
many verses of Reza-Qol1 appear later; it becomes like a debate in
which Reza-Qoli and his poems are on one side and on the other side
are Rumi and the verses of the Mathnavi and the painful story of
Asura.

Next to Mathnavi, Reza-Qoli has been mostly influenced by Sa'di and
then Hafez. He has also used verses from Vahs$i Bafqi, Hatef
Esfahani, Salman Sawji, 'Abt Sa'id Abu'l-khayr, Ebn Yamin, Helali
Jagatai, Shaik Baha'1i, Jami, Nezami and MohtaSam Kasani without
mentioning the source. He also embellished his text with Quranic
verses, hadiths, and Islamic traditions. It should be mentioned that the
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audience of the poem changes, according to the text, from the second
person to the third person and vice versa. Also, intertextual studies
show that Reza-Qoli-recited some verses from memory which have
caused many differences in his text from the original poems.

4. Conclusion

Riyadh al-Mohebbin is a work of ethics and mysticism related to the
Qajar period, written by Reza-Qoli ibn Mohammad Qoli Niri
between the years 1264-1270 AH.

Some sources have mistakenly attributed this book to Reza-Qoli Kan
Hedayat. According to the evidence in the text of Riyadh al-
Mohebbin, one can safely remove the name of this book from the list
of books by Reza-Qoli Kan Hedayatb

A review of the bibliographies of manuscripts and printed works
shows that the oldest available transcript of Riyadh al-Muhabbin is its
lithography, dated 1270 AH, created by one of the famous
calligraphers of that period named Mohammad Reza Kalhor.
Reza-Qoli has tried to create melodious and rhythmic prose by
creating verbal music through the use of rhyme and paronomasia, and
by establishing semantic harmony through rhetorical devices of
antithesis, congruity, and synesthesia. There are also examples of
redundancy and prolixity in Riyadh al-Mohebbin; however, it is
relatively simple and fluent, especially in relating the prose stories.
