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and increasing the sustainability of the destination, but there is little knowledge
about the impact of understanding these benefits on eco-lodge demand.
Therefore, the present study, with emphasis on the spiritual motivations of
responsible travel, is dedicated to examining the effect of understanding these
benefits as well as Norms of mental emphasis and descriptive on the demand for
eco-lodge. The research is of applied type. The statistical population of the study
was tourists in Yazd, the results were analyzed using partial least squares
structural equations.

Also, recommendations were made to change the attitude of
eco-lodge marketers and focus on spiritual marketing.

1. Introduction

Due to the diversity of climate and culture
of the country, there is a very high
potential for the development of eco-
lodges in Iran, especially in the city of
Yazd. Eco-lodge is a factor in improving
the living standards of the local
community and reducing the negative
effects of tourism and thus increasing the
environmental, economic and socio-
cultural sustainability of the destination,
but there is little knowledge about the
impact of understanding these benefits on
eco-lodge demand. On the other hand, the
role of reference groups in examining the
factors affecting the demand for eco-
lodges cannot be ignored. Therefore, the
present study, with emphasis on the
spiritual motivations of responsible travel,
is dedicated to examining the effect of
understanding the mentioned benefits for
the destination as well as of Descriptive
mental norms (the tourist's perception of
the behavior of the reference group) and
emphatic mental norms (her emphasis on
the use of eco-lodges) on the demand for
eco-lodge.

2. Materials and methods

The research is of applied type. The
statistical population of the study was
tourists in Yazd. In order to measure the
variables of perceived benefits of eco-
lodges for the destination and demand of
eco-lodges, of researcher-made
questionnaire was developed; For other
research variables, questionnaires of
previous researches were used. It should
be noted that in order to examine the
demand for Eco-lodges, according to the
definition of demand, items related to
purchasing power and willingness to buy
were used simultaneously. the results

were analyzed using partial least squares
structural equations.

3. Results and discussion
The results showed that perceived
benefits have a positive and significant
effect on the demand for eco-lodges, and
descriptive mental norms have an indirect
effect on this demand by perceived
benefits, but norms of subjective emphasis
have no effect on demand and perceived
benefits.

4. Conclusion

Overall, according to the research results,
in order to increase the demand for eco-
lodges, it can be recommended that
marketing programs focus on increasing
public awareness of the benefits of eco-
lodges for the destination, and in this
regard, description and display of mental
norms by reference groups (rather than
behavioral advice) Can be fruitful.
Therefore, according to what has been
said, the following items are proposed to
increase the demand for eco-lodges: (1)
Efforts to increase public awareness of the
benefits of eco-tourism accommodation
for the destination through reference
groups. (2) Attracting reference groups to
eco-tourism resorts. (3) Use tools to show
that celebrities and other reference
groups use eco-lodges when traveling.

Also, the importance of the research
results is more in the need to change the
attitude of marketers towards spiritual
marketing, because according to the
results, marketing measures can, apart
from the  quantitative qualitative
characteristics of a residence, by
emphasizing its benefits for the local
community, instill in the audience a sense
of the tourist's contribution to the
sustainability of the destination, and bring
him a spiritual experience., so marketers
can provide a platform for conveying deep
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concepts to the target community so that
the audience can take a step towards
spiritual excellence and fulfill their
spiritual mission by thinking in this field
and making the right choice.
