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Abstract

Different interpretations have been given about the transcendence or dissolution of
the "Brahman" of the Upanishads. There are some who believe that: Upanishads are
a kind of return from the world to the inner person and it is a transition from
polytheistic views to unificationist views in India. On the other hand, a group speaks
of all divinity and dissolution of Brahman in the Upanishads. Also, according to the
Upanishads, "Brahman" is sometimes described as the phenomena of this world, and
sometimes it is introduced as superior to any name, description, or cognition. The
writer's question is: How can the paradox of exaltation and denial of Brahman be
explained? The results of this research are: 1. In the Upanishads, we are not faced
with the mere supremacy of Brahman, and the supremacy of Brahman is constantly
proved and denied. This apparently contradictory phenomenon in the Upanishads
can be resolved by separating the two positions of essence and verb, or separating
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the inner and outer realms of Brahman; Second. Brahman in the position of essence
has all kinds of transcendence except existential transcendence, and in this same
Brahman, in the position of action, all kinds of transcendence are negated, and what
is proved is presence, not solution; Third. Common names and characteristics that
are common among us cannot be applied to Brahman because Brahman is infinite
and common names and characteristics are determinative and limiting, and as a rule,
Brahman should be abandoned and The Supreme Being of these matters is binding.

Problem Statement

The Upanishads have a special view of the universe and man; An idea according to
which everything is full of "Brahman" and therefore sacred. Brahman is present
everywhere, but at the same time, it is not any of the things and it is superior to every
description of this world. The presence of Brahman in the world has caused us to
attribute physical and human characteristics to Brahman, just as Brahman is water,
food, and breath. On the other hand, in the Upanishads, it is emphasized that
Brahman is neither water, nor food, nor breath, which means that all the attributes of
this world attributed to Brahman are taken away from him. The writer's question is:
How can the paradox of Brahman's transcendence and dissolution be explained? Can
this paradox be solved by denying the attributes of this world? Or should we consider
two aspects for Brahman and return the proof and denial of attributes to these two
aspects?

Method
The method of the present research is descriptive-analysis. the author of this paper
examines the research issue with a critical approach.

Findings and Results

The achievements of this research are as follows: First. The excellence of Brahman
in the Upanishads can be found in such forms as excellence in dignity, excellence in
knowledge, and excellence in language. In the Upanishads, we are not confronted
with the mere transcendence of Brahman. But it should be noted that while proving
all kinds of transcendence for Brahman, these same transcendences are denied. By
separating the two positions of essence and verb, this contradictory matter can be
resolved in the Upanishads.

Second. In Brahman, according to the position of the verb, all types of transcendence
are negated, and what is proved is presence, not dissolution. Because there is no path
to transcendence in dissolution, but in presence, the path to transcendence is open,
and the aspect of Brahman's essence and unseen causes transcendence to be always
preserved.
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Third. In the Upanishads, dualities of Brahman are negated and these dualities are
proved; Dualities that seem to have the opposition of negation and demand; The
constant period between negation and proof of the concepts applied to Brahman
indicates the linguistic superiority of Brahman and that neither a common name can
be given to him nor any name can be taken away from him. Because Brahman is
infinite and names are limiting.
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
