Also, | will show that these nominalist foundations have
dominated social thought and thought in the framework of scientific imperialism in
the form of psychology, especially evolutionary psychology, and economics,
especially applied economics. Nominalist ontology claims that all social reality is
created by individual actors, therefore, it does not value the social issue and for this
reason, it does not place importance on the role of the collective issue in social
analysis. In addition, he claims that this method of studying society can be closer to
reality and provide more accurate explanations for social scientists.

Based on this, this article seeks to study what scientific imperialism is, on the one
hand, and analyze the increasing dominance of the intellectual and epistemological
foundations of psychology and economics over social thought in the framework of
scientific imperialism, on the other hand. It also shows the fact that behind all these
events, the ontological and epistemological foundations of nominalism play a key
role.
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Method

In other words, one of
the consequences of scientific imperialism is that the science under colonization may
develop in ways, but it is not possible for it to develop in the strains (paths) that it
would have developed if it had not been colonized.

Finally, the ontological and epistemological foundations of nominalism lead to the
development of individual-centered discourse and the isolation of the collective, and
this has been developed in the form of the theory of rational choice as well as the
cost-benefit approach in the form of psychology and economics. As a result, this type
of view is based on the community-oriented approach of sociology and this is
scientific imperialism. In other words, the ontology of individualism, which tries to
reduce the social reality to the decisions, will, actions, emotions and feelings of
individual actors, and downplay the role of social forces that can influence the
