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Abstract

1. Introduction

The coincidence of the two governments Qara Khitai of Kerman and
Hormuz rulers during the Seventh century A.H and their proximity to
each other established political relations between the rulers of the two
local governments. Relationships that led to numerous factors such as
financial and commercial interests, attempts to expand the territory,
gain independence, etc., were hostile or friendly. The questions that
this research seeks to answers: is the Qara Khitai of Kerman
coinciding with which branch of the Hormuz rulers, and how were the
political relationships between these two local governments? 2. Where
did these political relations finally lead? By analyzing library
resources with a descriptive-analytical approach, one can conclude
that the Qara-Khitai government of Kerman was one of those local
governments that was established by the efforts of Boraq Hajib in
about 1223 A.D (619 A.H.), and preserved over the course of more
than eight decades of its existence the preconditions for the political
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role of the rulers of Qara-Khitai government in the territory of
neighbors such as Hormuz rulers. On the other hand, the old and new
Hormuz rulers, although dissatisfied with the political interference of
the rulers of the Qara Khitai of Kerman, secured their sovereignty
with the use of political tolerance and payment of salary.

2. Methodology

This research is based on collecting information from libraries and
archival centers and descriptive-analytical method. First, the data were
collected and then, according to the research topic, the data were
processed. In order to fulfill this purpose, the required data and
information have been extracted from previous sources and researches
and qualitatively analyzed until scientific results are obtained.

3. Discussion

Mongol attacks on Iran during the 7" century AH; First, it had its first
impact on the eastern part of Iran, especially Khorasan, and then it
caused political weakness in the western and central regions of Iran.
But provinces like Fars and Kerman, which were spared from the first
attacks of the Mongols with the tact of their governors, continued their
political and economic life as the backshore areas of the Persian Gulf.
Baraq Hajib, the founder of Qara Khitai of Kerman, declared his
obedience to the Mughal Khan, and prepared the beginnings of his and
his family's rule over Kerman. As nine members of this family were
able to lean on the throne of Kerman government and create a new
chapter in the history of Kerman. Undoubtedly, one of the main
features of the Qara Khitai of Kerman rule was the type of political
and economic relationship they had with the neighboring kingdoms,
including the kingdom of Hormuz. Considering the concurrence of the
two governments of Kerman Qara Khitai with Hormuz kings and the
proximity of their territory to each other, the aim of the present
research is to analyze the political and economic relations of these two
local governments by applying the analytical method and to find a
suitable answer to the following questions: 1 - Which branch of the
Hormuz monarchs did the Karakhtas of Kerman coincide with, and
how were the political and economic relations between these two local
governments? 2- What were the main factors of the political-economic
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challenges between the two governments? Where did these
relationships end up?

4. Conclusion

The political and economic relations between the Qara Khitai of
Kerman and the King of Hormuz, which started from the very
beginning of Barag Hajib's rule over Kerman, continued until the last
years of the Qara khitays' rule over Kerman. The relations that started
at the same time with the old kings of Hormuz and continued with the
transfer of power to the new Kkings. Undoubtedly, the favorable
commercial position of Hormuz and the wealth resulting from this
position played a significant role in the invasion of the Qara khitai
rulers of Kerman to this port and anchorage. On the other hand, the
old and new kings of Hormuz had also cleverly realized that they
could guarantee the durability of their rule by obeying the Qarakhtas
of Kerman and paying them the prescribed amount of money.
Undoubtedly, these relations based on political tolerance continued
not only with the Qara Khitai of Kerman, but later with other powerful
local governments in the region, such as the governors of Kerman and
Fars, and provided the reasons for the continued existence of the
Hormuz kings. On the other hand, the intermediary role of Kerman
and Hormuz in improving the economic and commercial situation of
both lands also provided more communication. Of course, it should
not be overlooked that some of the powerful governors of Hormuz,
such as Malik Mahmud Qolahati, decided to change this practice and
not pay tribute to the Qara Khitai of Kerman, in order to provide more
independence for the kings of Hormuz, but the authority of the Qara
khitais and frequent and sometimes Each year they provided Hormoz
with the means of forced obedience to the king of Hormoz. After the
death of Malik Mahmoud Qolahati, the internal conflicts of his
children over the succession caused more involvement of the Kerman
Qarakhtas in the political affairs of Hormuz. So that the Qara khitay
rulers of Kerman not only played a role in the coming to power of the
person they approved on the throne of Hormuz kings, but the rulers
approved by them had to send a certain amount of money to the
Karakhatian court every year, and even in the name of the Qara khatai
rulers of Kerman, coins, coins do This process continued until the end
of the 7" century AH; However, the weakness of the Qara Khitai of
Kerman in the last years of the 7th century and the beginning of the
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8th century AH and their decline in the year 703 A.H. for some time
saved Hormuz king from a powerful neighbor. Although this
liberation did not last long and other powerful neighbors such as Al-
Inju and Al-Muzaffar during the 8" century AH, Timurid rulers and
Turkmens in the 9" century AH and the Portuguese from the end of
the 9th century onwards, put a lot of political-military pressure on the
kings of Hormuz. They brought them in and took them to their place
of residence. This procedure continued until the expulsion of the
Portuguese from Hormuz in 1022 A.H. and finally the extinction of
the kings of Hormuz at the hands of Shah Abbas | Safavid.
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
