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Abstract

Objectives: The aim of this research is to investigate the role of families of origin and
self-made families on the entrepreneurship of women with higher education. This goal
is important because of the effect of women's entrepreneurship on improving the
economic and social status of society; therefore, due to the need for research,
conducting this research becomes necessary. Methods: Qualitative research was
conducted with grounded theory method, descriptive-analytical naturalistic
approach, and semi-structured in-depth interview tool. The participants include
women entrepreneurs who have graduated from higher education and living in Tehran
and informants who were selected through targeted and consecutive sampling with
the snowball technique and the interviewees of the study reached saturation with 52
people. For data analysis, using the three-step coding technique (open, central, and
selective), concepts, categories, and themes were obtained that formed the content of
the paradigmatic model and the narrative of the story. Rethinking, repeatability, and
verification techniques have been used to determine validity and reliability. Results:
The findings indicate the influence of the family of origin in creating cultural-
developmental, communicative-adaptive, and emotional capital in the entrepreneur;
Also, by playing the role of education, model, motivation, opportunity, and support
they lead them to entrepreneurship, willingly or unwillingly. Self-made families are
also effective in their entrepreneurship by playing exemplary, motivational,
opportunity, and support roles. Conclusion: Considering the effect of two types of
families, the families of origin can provide a suitable socialization platform for women
by modifying the "adaptive-communicative" style and expanding the "development-
oriented" culture. Self-made families also provide them with opportunities for
stimulation with economic, social, and cultural support.

1. Introduction

Women's entrepreneurship increases
domestic production, uses demographic
opportunities, and reduces gender
inequality. Therefore, it has a special
"importance" from a social, economic, and
cultural point of view. Statistics show that
in Iran, half of the university graduates are
women, but three-quarters of them are
not employed as they could be
entrepreneurs. Various factors affect
women's entrepreneurship. Molina (2020)
believes that families are effective in
making decisions for entrepreneurship.
Therefore, the question is, what role do
families play in "propensity to act" and
"continuity of action” in
entrepreneurship? Therefore, the purpose
of this research is to investigate the role of
families of origin and self-made families in
the entrepreneurship of women with
higher education.

2. Methods

For the in-depth study of the subject, the
grounded theory method was used with an
interrogative naturalism approach and a

descriptive-analytical ~ strategy.  The
statistical population includes female
graduates of higher education and

entrepreneurs living in Tehran, who were
selected using the purposeful sampling
method and the snowball technique until
reaching the saturation stage. The number
of participants was 52. The data collection
tool was a semi-structured in-depth
interview that was gradually revised and
adjusted. All the interviews were recorded
and written and their approval was
obtained from the participants. Then, the
three steps of open, central, and selective

coding were performed like Strauss and
Corbin's technique.

The wvalidity of the research was
obtained through the review of similar
studies and the approval of experts. The
reliability of the research was checked
based on the technique of "accuracy"

(taking confirmation from the
participants), "repeatability" (coding at
other  times), and "convergence"

(reexamination of concepts by peers and
obtaining similar results). The existence of
"stability" (obtaining the same results)
indicates the reliability of the research.

3. Results

The findings from the three stages of
coding show that families provide
"conditional  capital" that provides
opportunities, expectations, and
entrepreneurial motivations. The theme of
"conditional  capital" includes the
categories of "socioeconomic base",

"demographic factors", "micro-culture of
development” and "cooperation and
solidarity" of the family. These categories
in the Grand Theory paradigm are
contextual and strategic factors that not
only provide risk-taking contexts but also
social communication and cultural
adaptation strategies.

4. conclusion

The narration of the story indicates that
families create the underlying factors of
children's entrepreneurship by creating
developmental cultural capital, attitudes,
and trends in gender-oriented and
egalitarian development of employment to
the extent that personal development
trends are also created and strengthened.
On the other hand, if the communication-
adaptive style of the family is such that the
relationships of family members, relatives,
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and acquaintances are close and
connected, it creates and strengthens
emotional capital and responsibility in
children. The creation of this emotional
capital in the context of development-
oriented cultural capital causes the person
to accept the responsibility of managing
resources and communication and the
social and cultural risk caused by the
general belief in the traditional
stereotypes of the role of employment.
Also, it helps them to manage the
economic problems caused by embargo,
currency fluctuations, relevant laws,
executive methods of organizations, and
disease epidemics through the strategy of
using communication-adaptive capitals.
Its mechanism is such that the emotional
capital is internalized through learning
and socialization, and the opportunity and
support capital provided by the families of
origin and self-made women
entrepreneurs can  manage their
economic, social, and cultural challenges.
Therefore, the roles of families of origin
and self-made families are very similar to
each other; both families play a significant
role in the entrepreneurship of educated
women by creating  opportunity,
motivation, = model, and  support
conditions, however, families of origin, in
addition to other roles, formally play an
educational role or in other words, it is
responsible for socializing the members.
Meanwhile, the self-made family plays
such a role implicitly. Since every social
actor experiences the stages of social
development throughout his life, in this
regard, it is assumed that a person in a
self-made family is always adapting to
society through mutual actions and social
control.

Therefore, if self-made families have a
desire to nurture and encourage women
to become entrepreneurs, one of the
solutions can be that in addition to
strengthening social emotion,
cooperation, and responsibility they can
strengthen the “culture of oriented
development" and "gender equality of
employment”. Because in this way, they
not only prepare the children's attitude for
social presence and taking on "non-
traditional roles of employment", but also
modify the gender norms of employment
in a way that is appropriate for the
participation of women in the labor force.
In addition, they can provide fields for
entrepreneurship  from  this  path.
Achieving this goal is also possible through
informal education and media culture.
Also, amending relevant laws such as
insurance laws, taxes, leaving the country,
and the like, adapting the executive
methods of organizations can provide a
platform for entrepreneurship.
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
