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As Hegel claims in The Phenomenology of the Spirit, subjectivity as the fate
of the history of consciousness aims to show how the soul tries to establish
a dialectical relationship between the objective and the subjective by
becoming aware of itself and reconciling consciousness with self-awareness
and to reconcile the two in the subjectivity found in absolute idealism. The
main problem of this article is to show how and with what conceptual
possibilities Hegel can overcome the one-sidedness of objective realism and
subjective idealism by means of the subjectivity in the phenomenology of
the soul. To answer this question, the author tries to explain the subjectivity
in the book Phenomenology of the Spirit through the conceptual possibilities
of consciousness, self-awareness, human society and political situation, and
how to actualize the abstract absolute existing at the beginning of the history
of consciousness through the mentioned concepts. show for this reason, it is
explained that by bringing the absolute closer to the human community and
creating an ontological dialectic between God and human "us", Hegel
integrates the absolute into the political situation, and by integrating God
into the political state, to reveal the absolute both to himself and to human
"us" in philosophical knowledge and in this way establish a dialectical union
between the realm of the subject and the realm of the object. In this article,
the author has used the descriptive-analytical method to explain his position.
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Extended Abstract

Based on the text of The Phenomenology of the Spirit, Hegel tries to make the abstract and non-
systematic view of consciousness into a systematic, concrete and absolute thing and explain it in
the form of the concept of subjectivity. According to Hegel, subjectivity is based on the problems
and conflicts of realism and abstract idealism. Before Hegel, philosophy did not imagine more than
two ways to overcome the problems created by dualism. Some with a realistic approach confiscate
the subject in favor of the object, and on the other hand, some with the idea of subjective idealism
make the subject the center of consciousness and eliminate the object in favor of the subject. In
these two philosophical thoughts, the foundation of philosophy is never considered soft and
flexible, rather, the foundation of philosophy by standing in its place and by developing its internal
structure rules over the tyranny of the subject or object in the philosophical system. slow Hegelian
subjectivity is opposite to one-sidedness and philosophical tyranny. In this thought, due to the
flexibility of the subject and the object within the furnace of subjectivity, a dialectical and internal
relationship is created between the two, and both sides of consciousness, that is, the subject and the
object, become effective in explaining absolute idealism. Hegel claims that until we recognize both
sides of the subject and the object and resolve both of them in the subjectivity of absolute idealism
in a single system by presenting a complex idea, we will not be able to find a way out of this crisis
let's think

In fact, Hegel is trying to establish an ontological and epistemological relationship between
subjectivity and political-social situation. According to him, subjectivity as the final minute of the
history of consciousness is realized when the absolute spirit passes through the abstract stage of
the consciousness of the subject-singular object and the self-awareness of the subject-singular
subject in The Phenomenology of the Spirit and by changing the previous abstract mezzanine in the
part of reason. to create an objective relationship between the individual subject and social
institutions, in the process of which the Hegelian subjectivity will be able to integrate the absolute
in the social intersubjectivity and then in the political situation, and as a result of the integration,
on the one hand, the field of consciousness of the spirit From self as spirit which is realized in
philosophical knowledge and on the other hand dialectic unity between subject and object is
possible in subjectivity. This is where Hegel finds it possible to eliminate any dark spot in the
history of consciousness and by clarifying the absolute for everyone, he destroys the foundation of
elitism that was emphasized by the rational intuitions of Fichte and Schelling, and through A
concrete understanding of subjectivity and historical and existential expansion in a political
situation determines existence and knowledge as a system and makes thought and existence
compatible with each other.

In this article, based on The Phenomenology of the Spirit, how absolute evolution occurs in the
stages of consciousness, the relationship between subjectivity, social relations and political
situation in Hegel's thought is explained. In order to explain this importance, first, under the title
"subjectivity and explanation of one-sidedness in the stage of awareness and self-awareness", the
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problems that plague absolute awareness in the stage of awareness and self-awareness are presented
in a reasoned manner, and in that problem, the one-sidedness of these two the stage is clearly
revealed. Then in "Subjectivity and Explanation of Object-Subject Conflict in Social
Relationships"”, absolute consciousness is understood. In order to get rid of this one-sidedness in
the explanation of consciousness, one must change the way of explanation regarding the
actualization process of the absoluteness of consciousness. that is, this time instead of explaining
the problem in the theoretical field and in the situation between subject-single object or subject-
single subject; The field of discussion should be changed from the theoretical realm to the
normative realm, and this time, according to the conceptual possibilities obtained from the
normative realm, resolve the one-sidedness in the stages of awareness and self-awareness. In the
following, under the title "Subjectivity and explanation of the ontological dialectic of the absolute
spirit with the political situation”, we explain how Hegel, by prioritizing social institutions as the
absolute objective criterion, is able to unite God with man in human society. establish a dialectical
and internal relationship between the absolute spirit and the free human community. According to
Hegel, in the religion section, through the unity of God with the congregation of worshipers, a
theoretical ground is provided so that through it the transcendent absolute descends to the concrete
world and overcomes alienation, achieves freedom, and at home. To be realized. Finally, in
"Explanation of Hegelian subjectivity in the dialectical relation of the knowledge system with the
political situation™, we show that the complete reconciliation between God and man will be realized
when the incarnation of God in the earth takes place completely. God's incarnation in the stage of
religion has not happened completely, and man carries with him a kind of emanation of the divine
essence. This is the separation of God from man, which makes it not completely understandable to
man, and at the stage of God's religion, it becomes understandable to man in an allegorical way.
The intelligibility of God for man is conditional on the fact that God reconciles with man
completely and a kind of inner union between God and man emerges, in the shadow of which he
can be understood for himself without any concealment. Hegel attributes the peak of reconciliation
and dialectical union between man and God in human society and to the political situation, and he
believes that God can descend in the concrete world and reveal himself when the free legal and
political relations in the social system have explained.
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
