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Abstract

and of course accepting or rejecting this role can have important results. This is why
this role-playing is investigated and researched from different angles. The main
guestion in this paper is what are the ontological foundations of divine attitude and
their role in scientific theorizing? In this research, with the analytical descriptive
method and based on the review of library sources, some of the most important
different ontological foundations of the divine attitude have been pointed out and it
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was stated that theorizing can be influenced by the theoretician's divine attitude and
can be affected accordingly by this attitude in its different stages . Ontological
foundations, along with other foundations such as cognitive value foundations,
epistemological foundations, etc., changes the spirit that dominates scientific
theorizing, from the creation of subjectivity and theorizing to even the position of
judgment.

Introduction

Many scholars hold that theory has played an important role in the formation of
science in various fields and it can even be said that many components of existing
science are derived from theories that, with the passage of time, have shaped the
scientific environment and gradually established the framework of a particular
science.

The important point is that the existing sciences are actually influenced by
philosophical views and various ontological, anthropological, epistemological and
methodological foundations that somehow shape the general attitude of the
theoretician and scientific theories are produced and presented willingly or not by
relying on specific philosophical foundations.

There is no independent research done so far on the basis of the principles of
cognitive existence of the divine attitude in scientific theories but there are some
related researches in this field which is very useful for the study.one can mention to
the book of the fundamentals of Islamic humanities compiled by Mr. Sharifi.in the
fifth chapter of this book, the five principles of Islamic humanities are explained,
including the foundations of cognitive existence.in the seventh chapter, however,
some valuable material has been given about the impact of values in different stages
of science; also, in the book of scientific theories of Islamic economics, Hassan
Agha Nazari has referred to some philosophical foundations. Other works can be
pointed out by Danaie Fard as theorizing: foundations and methodologies.in this
book, they have referred to some principles of theorizing too. Among the articles,
Narjes Javandel article is called positivism and the basis for the cognitive science of
human sciences. In this paper, the foundations of cognitive science are compared
with the view of transcendental philosophy and positivism. Also, in criticizing the
fundamentals of secular science, written by Ramadan Ali Tabar Firouzjaei, some of
the foundations of the cognitive science of secular science and its critiques have been
discussed. However, it is worth mentioning that these resources are valuable and
useful for the present study, but at the same time, none of these resources are
addressed. The innovation of this research can be considered as a reference to the
role of God in the field of research and theorizing and explaining the principles
affecting this attitude and finally the impact of these foundations in scientific theory.
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Methodology

In this research, by using descriptive - analytical method and based on the review of
library resources, some of the foundations of the different foundations of the
cognitive approach of god have been mentioned and stated that theorizing in its
different stages can be influenced by the divine attitude of the theorist.

Discussion and conclusions

In this research, some of the effective ontological foundations concerning the role of
divine attitude in scientific theorization have been mentioned. Accepting that the
external realities are not confined to purely material affairs can prevent a major
strategic error in the research i.e. Material monopolies in phenomena, causes and
factors, and fragmentation in their analysis and open a large space for an insightful
research in the scope of material and immaterial issues before the theorist. Also,
considering the causes of phenomena such as material and material causes, they
return to the cause of the causes in the universe, i.e. God almighty, in addition to the
inherent poverty of the universe and the causes - both in themselves and in their
survival need these the cause of the causes, also preserve the space of theorizing
from materialistic or atheistic beliefs and provides the background to provide
coordinated ideas with the divine worldview.in addition to these matters, the
accuracy of the world and the world and what is in it, in vain and in the world,
prevented the ideas of nihilistic and its likes and provided the basis to link scientific
theories to the origin and the resurrection of the world.in general, it can be said that
the aforementioned principles, as effective in the divine attitude, can influence
theorizing space in different stages. The beginning of influence can be sought in the
creation or change of the system of sensitivities and the kind of theoretical concern
of the theorist.it is natural if a scientist would know the world as non - exclusive and
dependent upon god and purposeful, he would have different research priorities and
priorities than an atheist or atheist. This influence will not lead to this place, and the
theorist will have a range of material and material affairs in search of the
backgrounds and causes of subjects and problems And by abandoning metamaterial
matters, she will not suffer a strategic error in her research, and this means that the
stage of gathering information can also be affected by the divine attitude. While the
theorist with the divine attitude with the aforementioned principles, not only does
not know any of the phenomena, contexts and causes of them independent and non
- dependent upon god as the creator and the creator of the universe, but also examines
them as a part of the targeted universe and practically the stage of information
analysis will also be directed. Finally, the theorist with a divine attitude towards the
theory of judgment will never accept and submit to the conclusions that is contrary
to its accepted principles and with double precision and considering their relation to
its original foundations. All of these things together place a different atmosphere in
theorizing and will give a specific impression to scientific theories.
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
