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Introduction

This paper critically reviews the book
entitled Iran from the Paleolithic pe-
riod to the Sasanian Era. Numerous
archaeological objects are being pre-
served in Iran’s National Museum that
are found from different ancient or ar-
cheological sites. The aim of author of
this book is to investigate the presence
of humans based on archaeological
findings that were kept in the National
Museum of Iran.

The National Museum of Iran has
numerous archaeological objects that
are found from ancient sites across the
country during historical and archeo-
logical surveys and excavations. As said
before, the author of the book entitled
Iran from the Paleolithic period to the
Sasanian Era has tried to investigate
the presence of humans based on ar-
chaeological findings that were kept in
the museum.

The author has divided the book
into two main chapters: The pre-histo-
ry of Iran and the historical period of
Iran. In the first chapter, the findings
of the prehistoric sites of Iran such as
Ganj Dareh, Tel Moshki, Tall-e Bakun,
Shahr-i Sokhta, Marlik, Amarlu are dis-
cussed. In the second chapter i.e. the
historical period, the findings of the
sites are related to the Achaemenid, Se-
leucid, Parthian, and Sasanian periods.

Although this book does not have
a clear and precise chapter division,
as the author has refused to create a
sub-chapter for the first part of the
book and has could only divide the sec-
ond chapter into sub-chapters dealing
with Achaemenid, Seleucid, Parthian,

and Sasanian periods.

On the other hand, there is no log-
ical and coherent order as well as or-
ganizing the introduction in the book
of ancient sites and their findings. In
this work, the author has only intro-
duced the findings of ancient sites, so
we actually do not see a research back-
ground, nor does it have a research
problem, nor a methodological and
theoretical framework. The title of the
book is consistent with the content of
the book, but the author only discusses
about archaeological findings.
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
