2023; research, in terms of its purpose, is applied and has an analytical nature, and in terms of its method,
Accepted: 11 March 2023 it is in the quantitative research group. SPSS software was also used for data analysis. The statistical
Auvailable online 4 population in this research is the residents of the villages of Rasht County, which were determined
February 2024 as the sample population based on random sampling of 378 people. The results showed that the
survival rate of the population with the obtained average value (lower than the average value of 3),
with a significance level of 0.000, has been assessed as low and unfavorable in the villages of Rasht
County, In this regard, the results showed that there is a significant and positive relationship between
population persistence and employment-increase in income in villages. Also, the regression results

showed that 95% of the changes in the dependent variable (permanence of the population) are
explained by the variables of employment and income increase, And based on the results of the path
analysis, among the employment indicators, (diversity of job opportunities in the village) has the
greatest impact on the longevity of the population, and among the indicators of increasing income,
the index (increase in monetary income) has the greatest impact on the longevity of the population.
In the villages of Rasht County, they have allocated to themselves. Finally, the results of Post Hoc
and Tukey HSD tests showed that there is no significant difference between employment-increase
in income and permanence of village population in the parts of Rasht County.

The economic structure of the rural areas of
different countries, including Iran, agriculture is

the main axis of providing livelihood and in most
of the development programs, agriculture is the
most important and the only economic pillar of the
villages. The most important feature of such a
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village and the government's policies and the
internal factors of the village. Such an economic
and occupational structure in rural areas leads to
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certain issues, including less flexibility in the face
of climatic fluctuations, product price fluctuations
at the time of harvest, market limitations,
dependence of users on the environment outside
the village and markets. The foreigner pointed out
the existence of open and hidden unemployment,
reduction of capital return and instability of income
sources, economic weakening and rural culture and
rural migration. One of the most important criteria
for the optimal use of the human resources of any
society is the employment of people in that society
in various activities. Meanwhile, adopting correct
and effective macroeconomic policies in creating
job opportunities is part of the general strategy of
any country, which is achieved through economic
growth based on employment, so it can be said that
employment and income increase It is highly
sensitive to the economic cycle, in this regard, on
the other hand, the rural economy plays an
important role in the stability and longevity of the
community. In the meantime, considering the
position of the employment sector and increasing
income in the stability and permanence of the rural
population, the villages of Rasht County have been
emphasized in this research. In fact, the main
problem of the research is how each of the
indicators of employment and income, if they are
improved or reduced, can affect the permanence
and non-permanence of the rural population of
Rasht. This knowledge can be effective in planning
and improving the indicators of employment and
increasing the effective income on the longevity of
the population of the villages of this County.

2. Methodology

The current research, in terms of its purpose, is
applied and has an analytical nature, and in terms
of its method, it is in the quantitative research
group. SPSS software was also used to analyze the
data. The statistical population in the present study
is the residents of the villages of Rasht County,
based on the random sampling method, 378 people
were determined as the sample population.

3. Results

The results showed that the amount of population
persistence indicators with the average value
obtained (lower than the average value of 3), with
a significance level of 0.000, has been evaluated as
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low and unfavorable in the villages of Rasht
County. In the following, in order to study the
correlation between employment - increase in
income and longevity of the population, examining
the Pearson correlation coefficient values showed
that there is a positive and significant relationship
between all indicators of employment - increase in
income and longevity of the population in the rural
settlements of Rasht city. There is a 99%
confidence level. The existence of a strong
correlation between the persistence of the
population and the variable of employment-
increase in income shows that if the variables of
employment-increase in income are strengthened
in the villages of Rasht County, the permanence
and stability of the population will happen in the
same proportion in the villages of Rasht County, in
other words, the results It shows a significant and
positive relationship between two variables. In the
following, the results showed that, based on the
adjusted coefficient of determination, 95% of the
changes in the dependent variable (permanence of
the population) are explained by the variables of
employment-increase in income, And based on the
results of path analysis, among the indicators of
employment, (diversity of job opportunities in the
village), it has the greatest impact on the longevity
of the population, and among the indicators of
increasing income, the index (increasing the
amount of monetary income) has the greatest
impact. They have attributed the impact on the
longevity of the population in the villages of Rasht
County. Finally, the results of Post Hoc and Tukey
HSD tests showed, There is no significant
difference between employment-increase in
income and permanency of village population in
the parts of Rasht County. Investigating the effects
of employment-increase in income on the longevity
of the population in the villages of the County parts
showed that the central parts with an average value
of 3.44, Khokhbijar with an average value of 3.41,
Sanger with an average value of 3.21, Koch
Sefahan with an average value of 16. 3, Lesht
Nasha with an average value of 3.13, Khammam
with an average value of 3.11, are placed in the
third class (high desirability). The obtained results
indicate that with the development and
advancement of employment and increase in
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income, the longevity of the population in the
villages of the six districts.

4, Discussion

The villages of Rasht County have many
challenges in the field of rural development,
including the non-permanence of villagers in the
rural areas of the County, due to its single-product
economic structure, which means relying on the
income of rural households on agricultural
activities. Although the cultivation of agricultural
products in this County (rice, tea cultivation) has a
higher relative advantage compared to other
regions of Iran. However, the existence of various
issues such as rural poverty, open and hidden
unemployment, the vulnerability of the economy of
rural households, the lack of job opportunities for
the young and relatively abundant rural manpower,
etc., emphasized the need to pay attention to
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diversity in job opportunities. Puts the expansion of
economic activities in agricultural and non-
agricultural sectors can play an effective role in
reducing the repulsive factors of rural areas and
preventing migration from the countryside.

5. Conclusion

The set of issues arising from this article shows the
positive and significant relationship between
employment-increase in income and the longevity
of the population in rural areas in Rasht County.
So, with the development of employment and
increase in income, the main field of employment
and entrepreneurship is provided in the villages,
and with the development of entrepreneurship and
employment, young people and immigrants are
attracted to their origins and their presence in the
villages becomes more permanent.
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
