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Today, the tourism industry as a profitable business and a branch of the global economy in the field
of services is being considered and is developing, therefore, the current research has been conducted
with the aim of identifying the set of factors influencing economic development and earning
sustainable income with a tourism approach in the city of Shandiz. This research is exploratory,
descriptive and analytical, from the point of view of the applied goal, from the perspective of
qualitative and quantitative methods, and grounded theory and correlation test were used to analyze
the data. The statistical population of the present study includes specialists in the field of study
(tourism, urban planning) and 30 people were determined based on targeted sampling. The results
of grounded theory showed categories such as: (the role of the municipality in the sustainable
development of Shandiz tourism, raising quality facilities, the existence of revenue generating
platforms from the tourism capabilities of Shandiz city, strengthening decentralized urban
management, developing specific plans for Shandiz tourism with the cooperation of the expert team
and experts, adopting sustainable tourism strategies based on the defined goals), It was extracted
from semantic units, and they were determined as a set of influential factors of economic
development and earning sustainable incomes with a tourism approach in Shandiz city. In the
following, the results of the correlation test showed; A significant and positive relationship was
observed between the proposed categories and semantic units with correlation coefficients and a
significance level smaller than 0.05, based on this, the categories and semantic units have conceptual
generalizability.

With the
growth of the population and the progress made
over time, this city has become an important city in
terms of tourism and attracting tourists in Razavi
Khorasan Province. And with a population of 15
thousand people and an area of 3800 square
kilometers, it is known as one of the most popular
recreational places in Mashhad.

Based on this, identifying the set of factors
affecting economic development and earning
sustainable incomes with an emphasis on tourism
can lead to vitality, stability of the city's economy
and sustainable incomes of the city. Based on this,
this research seeks to find out what are the factors
influencing economic development and earning
sustainable incomes with emphasis on tourism in
Shandiz city?

The third influential factor in the
economic development and increase in the
sustainable income of Shandiz is the existence of
income generating platforms from the tourism
capabilities of the city, which is related to concepts
such as: (Using the experiences of other cities in
the direction of tourism development with
emphasis on increasing sustainable incomes, the
existence of diverse tourism revenue generating
centers and increasing legal support of the
municipality for implemented tourism projects,
providing tourism infrastructure); was identified.
Along with the 3 mentioned factors, the
strengthening of decentralized urban management
is one of the important factors.

5. Conclusion

The adoption of sustainable tourism strategies
based on defined goals is one of the factors
influencing the economic development and
sustainable income of Shandiz city in line with the
development of tourism, which can be achieved by
identifying the strengths, weaknesses,
opportunities and threats of
tourism.AcknowledgmentsThis research did not
receive any specific grant.
