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Abstract

Objectives: Today, the tourism industry plays a crucial role in the development of various
countries, whether developed or developing. This industry is significantly influenced by the
tourism culture, with one essential component being "cultural distance." This article, based
on field studies conducted in the two provinces of West Azerbaijan and Gilan, emphasizes
the value system in the tourism culture of these regions. It explores the cultural distance
between the host and the guest society (domestic/foreign tourists) and, in this regard,
introduces the concept of environmental distance as an alternative to cultural distance
based on the sense of belonging or non-belonging to the environment. Methods: This study,
in the cultural and field domains of West Azerbaijan and Gilan, is based on a qualitative
anthropological method, using field studies, participatory observation, and interviews with
key informants conducted from 2019 to 2021. The study's cognitive approach relies on
multiple stakeholders in cultural areas. Results: In the field and the first case, contrary to
what Razinger suggests in his findings, a different phenomenon is encountered where some
elements in the value system and norms of the host society and guests are closer to each
other. In the field and the second case, the theories of Anthony Oliver-Smith, Birgit
Mosgoller and colleagues, Jeremy Boissevain and colleagues, Qingqin Wang and Carl Cater,
Brent Ritchie, and Alfonso Vargas Sanchez are exemplified to understand and comprehend
the conditions of tourism in crises. Conclusion: One interesting result of this research is
that there is less cultural and environmental distance between the host society and foreign
tourists, especially in the face of vandalism in the first field (West Azerbaijan). In the second
field (Gilan), the pattern of brotherhood based on pain in the tourism crisis (pandemic)
situation expands, and the host-guest relationship seems more influential.
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Extended abstract
1. Introduction

One of the significant challenges in the
context of tourism development is the
cultural gap between various and multiple
stakeholder groups. Primarily, the guest
(tourist) and host groups encompass
different levels and can be subdivided into
subgroups such as domestic and
international tourists (guests) and active
and inactive groups within the host
community, including the public,
managers, actors, and players who provide
tourism services to guests in various forms
and manners (hoteliers, tour guides, etc.).
Each of these groups and subgroups is
associated with a spectrum of cultures,
normative  systems, and behavioral
patterns that may differ and even conflict
with one another. In this research, the two
tourism destinations of Gilan and West
Azerbaijan were selected, and the cultural
gap between host and guest groups in
these locations was studied from an
anthropological perspective.

2. Methods

Given the thematic approach of this
research (field approach) and the relevant
epistemological system (understanding
the gap between oneself and various
others), intersubjective methods were the
primary research methods in this study.
Accordingly, interviews with members of
the host community and guest society
were the main methods of this study. The
nominal group technique, interviews with
key informants, and focused interviews
were among the field and intersubjective
methods used in this research. This study
emphasized the lived experiences of
hosting and tourism, and thus, the
participant observation method was also
considered. Understanding the cultural

gap is only possible  through
contextualizing the lived experiences of
the host and guest groups. In this study,
considering the difference in the
experiences of tourism and hosting
(hosting experience), the emphasis was on
the concept and reality of diverse and
multiple stakeholders. At the same time,
the reality of tourism as a timeout for
guests and an occupational activity for
hosts was contemplated, which presented
two realms of compatible or incompatible
values among stakeholders. In this
intersubjective and field approach, the
connection or disjunction of the
behavioral patterns of hosts and guests
with the sustainability of the cultural and
heritage landscape was assessed, and the
vulnerability and instability of social and
environmental life in various forms of
tourist and host behaviors were studied.

3. Results

In the comparative study of the cultural
gap between hosts and guests (tourists),
relatively consistent patterns can be
observed between the provinces under
study, namely West Azerbaijan and Gilan.
These cultural gaps have shown significant
dynamism, sometimes taking different
forms over short periods. For instance,
during the COVID-19 pandemic, based on
the principle of "brotherhood of pain," the
gap between the host community and
tourists increased. Conversely, the
cultural gap concerning the
environmental behavior patterns of
tourists  yields interesting results,
indicating a greater gap between the host
community and domestic tourists, while
such a gap is absent with international
tourists (from developed countries). This
gap has led to the formation of critical
discourses regarding mass tourism. In
addition, terms such as "villa-ization" of
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northern Iran reflect a critical view of
domestic tourists' residence patterns,
characterized by stays in villas during their
travels. Climate change and its
consequences, such as drought, have
caused population movements and
displacements to northern provinces of
Iran, similarly increasing the cultural gap.
The class divide in the past decade and its
impact on reducing travel quality, leading
to the expansion of mass tourism, is
another issue that has exacerbated the
cultural gap. In West Azerbaijan, the gap
between the host community and tourists
is influenced by the environmental
behavior patterns of tourists, lack of
appropriate infrastructure, social and
cultural understanding of the concept of
speed, vandalistic behaviors, and other
factors.

4. Conclusion

Based on the findings of this study,
alongside issues such as the stratification
of travel in Iran—affected by recent years

of high economic inflation and the
declining financial capacity of domestic
tourists, leading to the expansion of mass
tourism—the issue of cultural gap and
distance is another critical matter that
must be addressed. Given the importance
of host-guest interaction in the tourism
industry, a set of policies aimed at
enhancing mutual understanding and
improving existing behaviors within the
tourism network, including both hosts and
guests, can help reduce the cultural gap.
