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Abstract

Objectives: Conflict is one of the main sources of stress in interpersonal and social relationships, which
negatively affects individual and social health and well-being and may cause social, security, and political
damage in society. Statistics show that the rate of conflicts in Iran and Gilan province has increased in
recent years. This study aimed to determine the difference between high- and low-conflict
neighborhoods in Rasht City in terms of socio-spatial indicators. Methods: The present research was
conducted using a descriptive-analytical method, a case-control design, and a cross-sectional approach.
The statistical population of this research included all young people aged 16 to 35 years living in crime -
prone neighborhoods (hotspots) and neighborhoods with a lower crime rate in Rasht city based on the
data and criteria of the police commandery of Guilan province. Using the cluster sampling method and
Cochran's formula, the number of 380 people was obtained, but for more accuracy, 400 people were
selected (200 people from the neighborhoods with a high level of quarrel and 200 people from the
quarters with a low level of quarrel and contention). The data collection tools were stigmatization of
neighborhood scale, local institutional resources, neighborhood spatial mismatch, neighborhood
physical surrounding, neighborhood relative deprivation, social cohesion, social control, neighborhood
social networks, neighborhood social contagion, and neighborhood aesthetic quality. The data were
analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics using SPSS software version 26, principal component
analysis, t-test, and chi-square test. Results: Results revealed that there is a significant difference
between neighborhoods with high and low quarrel and contention in terms of the variables of
stigmatization of neighborhoods (P < 0.01), institutional resources of neighborhoods (P < 0.01), social
control (P < 0.01), social networks of neighborhoods (P < 0.01), and neighborhood spatial mismatch (P <
0.01). Conclusion: Inadequacy in social-spatial indicators of neighborhoods, such as defamation,
weakness of institutional resources, reduction of social control, inadequacy in real social networks, and
spatial inconsistency, are among the risk factors of violent behavior and conflict. Therefore, reducing
the rate of conflict and quarrel requires strengthening socio-spatial indicators.

1. Introduction

During the last few decades, violence has
increased significantly around the world,
especially among adolescents and young
people, and it has become one of the most
serious problems in the social and health
arena. Violence is considered a risk factor
for diseases and death. The rate of
violence and aggressive behavior in Iran
has become a concern in recent years.
According to the statistics of the Legal
Medicine Organization (LMO), nearly two
million certificates were issued in 2020, of
which 586,283 were related to conflict and
quarrel certificates in the country, and
Tehran, Khorasan Razavi, and Isfahan
provinces had the highest number of
conflicts in the country. According to the
statistics provided by the police of Gilan
province, except for the year 2017, which
shows a 21% decrease in the number of
conflicts, this number has increased in
other years, so that the conflict rate
increased by 88% in 2018, 13% in 2019, 8%
in 2020, and 22% in 2021, compared to the
same period of the previous year. Based on
these statistics, the issue of interpersonal
disputes and violence is considered one of
the priority crimes in Rasht city. The
etiology of conflict is very complex.
Regarding the etiology of conflict and
quarrel as a deviant behavior, the
researchers investigated a range of risk
factors, from genetic and psychological
variables to middle-level variables and
social psychology and macro-level
variables, that is, sociological and
anthropological variables. In the present
study, Gaster's socio-spatial theoretical
model was used to explain violent behavior
among individuals. According to Gaster's
social-spatial theory, participation in a
conflict occurs due to four mechanisms,

including social-interactive mechanisms
(social contagion, social networks, social
cohesion, social control, relative
deprivation), environmental mechanisms
(physical environments or aesthetic
quality), geographical mechanisms (spatial
mismatch), and institutional mechanisms
(stigmatization or stigmatization and local
institutional resources).

2. Methods

This research was a cross-sectional case-
control study. Data were collected from
400 people aged 16 to 35 years old in hot
spot neighborhoods and neighborhoods
with a lower crime rate in Rasht city in
2021.  Measuring tools were the
researcher-made Conflict Questionnaire,
Stigmatization scale, Local Institutional
Resources scale, Neighborhood cohesion
scale, Social Control in Neighborhood
scale, Neighborhood Social Networks
scale, Neighborhood Social Contagion
scale, Neighborhood Spatial Mismatch
scale, and Neighborhood Aesthetic quality
scale. Data were analyzed by using the t-
test to compare the means method.

3. Results

Four hundred young people aged 16 to 35
years were examined in hotspot
neighborhoods and neighborhoods with a
low crime rate. The average age of the
respondents was 27.9, with a standard
deviation of 5.39. There was a significant
difference between people in
neighborhoods with high and low levels of
conflict and quarrel in terms of perceived

stigmatization and researcher
stigmatization. There was a significant
difference between people in

neighborhoods with high and low levels of
conflict in terms of perceived and enacted
stigmatization (p < 0.01), local institutional
resources (p < 0.05), neighborhood
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cohesion (p < 0.01), social control in the
neighborhood (p < 0.01), neighborhood
social networks (p < 0.01), and
neighborhood spatial mismatch (p < 0.01).

4. Conclusion

Inadequacy and weakness in the socio-
spatial indicators are among the important
risk factors for violent behavior in the
neighborhoods. Compared to
neighborhoods with lower rates of violent
behavior, hotspot neighborhoods had a
more unfavorable situation in terms of
stigmatization, neighborhood institutional
resources, social cohesion, social control,
social networks, and spatial disharmony.
Therefore, social, psychosocial,
educational, and urban design
interventions seem necessary to reduce
violent behaviors.
