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Abstract

Introduction: This article was done with the aim of modeling the
structural equations of religiosity and marital satisfaction.
Methods: The statistical population included 400 married female
students who were studying, 200 of whom were selected using
Cochran's sample size estimation formula and by simple random
sampling. The research method is descriptive and correlational. The
research tool was religiosity questionnaires (Golzari, 1379) and
Enrich marital satisfaction questionnaires (Olson and others, 1989).
For data analysis, structural equation test was used using LISREL
software.

Findings: In the modeling of structural equations, marital
satisfaction has a positive and significant relationship with
religiosity, except for the three components of marriage, financial
management, and leisure activities, which were defined due to the
low significance value of the standard limit, () a significant
relationship was observed. did not look The presented model has a
good fit of the real world data, that is, in the whole structural
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equation model, the effect of the religiosity variable on the life
satisfaction components of Payam Noor Gonbadkavos students has
been confirmed and has a significant fit.

Conclusion: The results show that in addition to fulfilling one's
duties, which is more of an individual dimension of religion, the
involvement of religion in decisions and choices, which is more of a
social dimension, affects life satisfaction and makes it predictable.

Introduction

Marriage is a fundamental social unit and
represents a general view of social
structures and organizations in any culture.
A man and a woman who marry must be able
to adapt themselves to half a century of
social developments and mutual growth and
changes (1). If the couple's feeling towards
their joint life is favorable, they will be in
welfare, security and health and it will
increase their abilities (2). While this
relationship can be the most intimate and
comfortable relationship possible, it can
cause the most severe damage to the
members. If the marriage is unsuccessful, it
can lead to the cessation of personal growth
and wandering. Failure in this relationship
can lead to injuries that require a lot of time
to heal (3). Today, it seems that the structure
of marriage is in danger of high divorce rates
and the disintegration of traditional
marriages (4).

Methods

The method is a survey type with a cross-
sectional and correlational research design.
In cross-sectional survey research, in order
to describe the society from which the
sample was selected, information is
collected from the sample at a certain point
in time. In this research, standard religiosity
and marital satisfaction questionnaires were
used. The statistical population of this
research includes all married female
students studying at the undergraduate level
of Payam Noor University, Gonbadkavos
Center (400 people). The statistical sample
size of this

research through Cochran's stratified
formula P(1-P)/N= the sample size formula
in correlational studies where «a=0.05,
d=0.07 and p=0.5) based on behavior It was
considered high risk (5). Considering some
features such as population homogeneity
and sampling error (6), the sample size (200
people) was obtained. A simple random
sampling method is used for sampling. Data
collection tools: The questionnaire of this
research includes demographic information,
religiosity questionnaire and marital
satisfaction.

Temple Test: This test was prepared by
Golzari (7) to measure the practice of
religious beliefs and has 25 items. The test
materials are in the three areas of doing
what is recommended, doing what is
obligatory and avoiding taboos, considering
religion in decisions and life choices, and the
social aspects of religion. This test was
performed on 894 students and 52 young
prisoners (25 girls and 25 boys), totaling
947 people. The reliability of this test was
obtained by retesting and halving,
respectively 0.76 and 0.91. Also, Cronbach's
alpha coefficient of this test is 0.94. The
validity of this test, depending on the
criterion, has been obtained by comparing
religious and non-religious people with a
reliability coefficient of 0.84 and 0.78
(Golzari, 7; quoted by 8).

Enrich Marital Satisfaction Questionnaire:
Olson and others (9) have used this
questionnaire to check marital satisfaction
and believe that this scale is related to the
changes that occur during a person's life and
is also sensitive to the changes that occur in
A family is born. This questionnaire has 47
questions that are graded on a 5-point scale
from completely agree to completely
disagree. Suleimanian (10) reported the
validity of this questionnaire to be 93% on a
sample of 110 people. In order to validate
this questionnaire, in the research of
Soleimian and Mohammadi (11) using
Cronbach's alpha method, 81% was
obtained on a sample of 50 people. In this
study, Cronbach's alpha was 66%. Also,
questions 1-2-3-5-7-9-10-17-25-26-27-28-
29-33-34-36-43-44 are scored in reverse.

Findings

The average of the components (obligation
and religious activities) is higher than the
average (score 3). These results show that
these components have the greatest impact
on religiosity, and among them, the
component of religious activities has the
highest average (3.48). On the other hand,
the average indicators (following
recommendations and making decisions and
choosing people) are average (score 2.5).
These results indicate that these
components were less influenced by the
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effects of religiosity. It can be concluded that

the model has a good fit of the real-world
data, that is, in the whole of the structural
equation model, the effect of the religiosity
variable on the life satisfaction components
of Payam Noor Gonbad-e- kavus students
has been confirmed and has a significant fit.
The degree of direct influence of
religiousness variable based on the output of
the software is presented as follows. The
variable of social health has a direct and
positive  relationship with all the
components of marital satisfaction. In other
words, the coefficient value is higher than
1.96. The religiosity variable has a positive
and significant relationship with all the

components of marital satisfaction, except
for the three components of marital
satisfaction, financial management, and
leisure activities, which are defined as
having a significant value below the
standard limit (below 1.96). Not seen.

Discussion

The results showed that the effectiveness of
Contextual fairness- centered approach on
increasing "marital quality" and reducing
"marital conflicts" was significantly different
from the control group at the level (p
<0.001) and the effectiveness of treatment
was stable over time.

Conclusion

Modeling structural equations of marital
satisfaction variable: Most of the variables
showed a high correlation with their
respective constructs. Only the variable of
social  acceptance, doing what s
recommended, making a decision and
choosing has a lower correlation compared
to other variables. The social participation
variable has a factor load of 0.81, which
shows that 65.61% of the estimated
common variance. In this variable, it is
determined by the social health factor. Also,
the variable acting on obligations has a
factor load of 0.74, which shows 54.76% of
the estimated common variance.

Structural equation modeling of marital
satisfaction variable (with religiosity
variable): In the overall structural equation

model, the effect of social health and
religiosity variables on life satisfaction
components of Payam Noor Gonbad-e-
Kavoos students has been confirmed and has
a significant fit. The amount of direct effect
of each of the dimensions of the two
variables of social health and religiosity
based on the output of the software is
presented as follows: the variable of social
health has a direct and positive relationship
with all the components of marital
satisfaction. In other words, the coefficient
value is higher than 1.96. The variable of
religiosity has a positive and significant
relationship with all the components of
marital satisfaction, except for the three
components of marital satisfaction, financial
management and leisure activities, which
are defined due to the significance value
being lower than the standard limit (below
1.96). No significant relationship was
observed.
