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Abstract

Se-kheshti is a type of Kormanji's poems. The aim of this research is to
describe and classify the frequent image clusters and analyze their
representation in the Se-kheshti. We used oral and written sources to check
examples. The study follows which group of phenomena the basis of the
images represented in these songs is taken from, and which image cluster
these images can be classified in. The theoretical basis of this research is
linguistic image and virtual image which is influenced by two types of real
and virtual language use in literature. The findings of the research show that
image clusters of lover and natural environment have a higher frequency.
Also, the imagery in these poems is realistic and closer to the pole of
description and interpretation.

Introduction

Research Background

Sepahi Laein (1997) gives a short introduction to these poems in the article
"Se-kheshti a special poem of Kormanjs". Hosseinpoor also analyzed
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Kormanji Se-kheshtis in Diyar and Dotar (2013). Alipoor (2015) has tried to
introduce the formal and semantic system of this literary genre. The
distinguishing feature of the present research compared to the previous
works is that it is clear that the subject of "imagery" in the Se-Kheshtis is the
main research problem. In addition, the visual clusters of these poems have
been classified, examined, and analyzed based on two types of language
usage in literature.

Goals, questions, and assumptions

After collecting Se-kheshtis from oral narrators, we chose imagery as the
subject of our research. In the current research, the meaning of image is both
the description and representation of reality which is called Mimesis and it is
also a figurative language. In this study, the following questions were raised:
1. What phenomena are the basis of the images represented in these songs?
2. In the form of which image clusters can these images be classified?

3. Which image clusters have the highest frequency in Se-kheshtis?

4. Which three poles of "description”, "interpretation" and "creation"? are
images of the Se-kheshtis more inclined?

Our hypothesis is that due to the nomadic way of life and the lack of
effective educational cultural and religious institutions, Kormanji language
and literature did not have intertextual relations with neighboring languages
and literatures. Therefore, the images represented in the Se-kheshtis are
taken from their lifestyle and surroundings and are closer to the pole of
description than towards interpretation.

Main discussion

The first features that attract attention in these songs are the imagery. Images
that are often a description of the body, clothing, and beauty of the lover, the
phenomena of daily life, and the surrounding rural or nomadic nature.
Therefore, the images represented in the Se-kheshtis are more realistic,
images that serve to describe or express romantic emotions and feelings.
Taking refuge in the lap of nature, mentioning the days of youth, the glory of
old age and description are the next priorities.
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The expression of emotions and feelings prevails over the ideological
dimension in Se-kheshtis. The singers of Se-kheshti show their emotion with
imagery. That is the sensory living and dynamic images around them. The
aesthetic value of these images is because it is not based on the tradition of
written literature and has no intertextual connection with other sources. The
basic and dominant literary figure in the imagery of Se-kheshtis is simile. It
is also a sensory analogy.

Poetic images are divided into two categories from the point of view of
how they are connected with reality: real and unreal (virtual) images. The
imaging of the first type is only a copy of its original and does exactly the
work of a photographic camera. These images embody the same reality in a
verbal form. Virtual images are the result of the poet's intervention in the
original form of the images. These manipulations are often done with the
help of rhetorical devices such as simile, metaphor, trop, and kenning. These
figures which are related to the science branch of rhetorical knowledge
actually enable different ways of expressing the same meaning. For him, the
combination of the raw form of the phenomena and these figures is a re-
creation and artistic representation that causes defamiliarization and
ultimately these original and amazing images will lead to admiration and
approval of the audience.

What is the purpose of the composers of Se-kheshti's imagery? There are
examples where the poet presents the image with the intention of
description. The purpose of the image is to draw a frame of the singer's
visual or auditory perceptions and convey them to the audience. For another
group of composers, presenting the image is not the goal but a means. That
is, the image is a tool for emotional expression or conveying meaning.

Conclusion

The imagery in the Se-kheshtis are short expressive and as simple as the
lifestyle of the speakers of Kormanj. In these images, there is no trace of
common knowledge in formal. Also, there are no signs of national myths,
religious figures or Qur'anic or story allusions in these songs. In the
descriptive subspecies, presenting the image is the goal but in other
subspecies, imagery is a tool to evoke emotions and feelings. The feeling of
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empathy and oneness with nature is the basis of the nomadic and rural life of
the authors of these poems and the predominance of emotions and emotional
waves over the dimension of thought in Se-kheshtis is the result of the lack
of connection between the speakers of Kormanji and political, educational,
and religious institutions as well as the lack of intertextual connections. It is
written with cultural and literary legacy.

The pictorial clusters related to the lovers and the pictorial cluster of
nature landscape and the village are the most frequent images in the Se-
kheshtis. Examining the imagery of Se-kheshtis based on the indicators of
the three poles of description, interpretation, and creation shows that most of
the depictions in traditional examples tend towards the pole of description.
