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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to study the position of the national language and
the local language in the institutional policies of the country. The current research
method is the analysis of the qualitative content of the documents and policies
of the three institutions of education, culture and Islamic guidance and radio and
other important and influential documents in this field (Citizenship Rights Charter,
Supreme Council of Cultural Revolution, Comprehensive Scientific Map of the
Country, Vision Document 1404 and the cultural engineering map of the country).
8 main categories were extracted from the research data: the Persian language is an
element of identity, the connection of the native identity with the national identity
as a symbol of cultural and political solidarity, the spread of the Persian language,
script and literature in the transnational area, the Persian language as a tool for
promoting religion, strengthening the Persian language and script. To promote sci-
ence, publication and teaching of Persian language, media language and education
environment, the need to pay attention to local languages and the issue of bilin-
gualism and the priority and need to pay special attention to the strengthening of
Persian language, literature and calligraphy. The findings indicate that among the
categories extracted from the documents and policies, apart from the two categories
of connecting the native identity with the national identity, the code of cultural and
political solidarity, and the need to pay attention to the local languages and the issue
of bilingualism, which is aimed at preserving the local language and identity In oth-
er categories, it is mentioned only to strengthen and promote the national language.

1. Introduction

Understanding the contexts of local and ethnic language development depends on
understanding its status in a national-ethnic language discourse; In such a way that
the determined policies are also affected by this discourse. In Iranian society, ethnic
or native languages take two different paths in front of the national Persian lan-
guage: firstly, the ethnic languages fall under the control of the national language,
and secondly, the ethnic languages act in a way to preserve their survival against the
national language. Therefore, considering the necessity of bringing up the relation-
ship between national and local language as a national and public concern, it can
be said decisively that there is no public discussion in this field not only in the up-
stream document commissions, but even in the universities of the country, talking
about these cognitive issues that are related to the understanding of the category
of ethnic languages and local language and formulating appropriate policies with
it has rarely been done, the present research aims to study the position of national
and local languages in these policies by analyzing the content of the documents
and policies of the three institutions of education, culture and Islamic guidance and
broadcasting based on the hidden meanings in these documents.

2. Method

The current research method is qualitative content analysis of documents and poli-
cies related to national and local languages. The process of content analysis in this
article was done in 5 steps. In the first step, the research problem was determined.
In the second step, the researcher asked his questions regarding the problem and
its goals. The third step was sampling of policy documents. In the fourth step, the
analysis unit and the context were specified. The unit of analysis is clause, article
and note, and the unit of context is documents and policies. The fifth step was the
coding and categorization process.

3. Findings

8 main categories were extracted from the research data: The first category is: the
Persian language is an identity-giving element. The analysis of the documents em-
phasizes the strengthening of the national identity based on the Persian language, in
such a way that the code of the national identity is the Persian language. The second
category is: connecting the native identity with the national identity is the code of
cultural and political solidarity It is stated in the documents that in order to better
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understand the national geography, it is necessary to know the local history and cul-
ture. The third category is: the spread of the Persian language, script and literature
in the transnational scope. According to the documents, it is necessary to promote
the Persian language for students abroad and at the level of all countries. The fourth
category is: the Persian language as a tool for the promotion of religion. The find-
ings indicate that the Persian language and literature should be taken into account in
sync with the Arabic language in the expansion of the Islamic religion and Islamic
education. The fifth category is: strengthening of the Persian language and script as
a platform for the promotion of science, publishing and teaching the Persian lan-
guage. The findings emphasize that the Persian language, calligraphy and literature
should be used more in the curriculum, and that teaching in the Persian language
should be a priority in universities. The sixth category is: Persian language is the
language of the media and educational environment. The analysis of documents
shows that the organization of Persian language writing in virtual environments and
the use of Persian language in educational networks are priorities and necessities.
The seventh category is: the need to pay attention to local languages and the issue
of bilingualism. The findings and analysis of documents emphasize the necessity
of being bilingual for educators in bilingual areas, so that all educators in bilingual
areas must be bilingual themselves in order to be a link between national and local
languages. The eighth category is: the priority and the need to pay special attention
to the strengthening of the Persian language, literature and script. The findings and
analysis of documents emphasize the promotion of a positive attitude towards the
Persian language among Iranian people and different ethnicities.

4. Conclusion

Persian language has always played a very important role in the unity and integrity
of Iran’s tribes and people since ancient times. All the ethnic, racial and linguistic
groups in the three civilizational periods of Iran’s history, if they have fought and
disagreed about anything else, they have always been on the same page about this
issue. The Persian language has been formed as the main axis of national unity,
a conscious choice based on social and historical needs. As the Persian language
proved so that the torch of Islamic culture and civilization is not completely extin-
guished and acts like a wall with perseverance in facing the challenges of religious
identity. Also, the Persian language as a transnational language, in order to be able
to adapt to the times and perform its tasks properly, in addition to creating new Per-
sian words and ethnic and local languages of the same root based on the abilities of
these languages, whenever necessary, absorb the simple roots of foreign words in
its derivation system so that it can be effective as a transnational language. From the
perspective of Persian language being the language of science, it can be said that
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science and scientific development do not happen in a vacuum and need a linguistic
environment. In the comprehensive scientific map of the country, eight major goals
for the country’s science and technology system are listed, the sixth of which is to
promote the position of the Persian language among the international scientific lan-
guages. Persian as a benchmark language should become a media language, being
a media language also means a communication language. If the ethnic and local
languages can be presented in the media on a national and local scale, a large com-
munication group of national and local languages can be formed. In the studied pol-
icies, the necessity of bilingualism has been emphasized. But the language policy of
Iran’s educational system is based on the Persian language as the official language
of education, and all students in the country are considered to be Persian-speaking,
while in our country, all children at the age of six or seven do not have the same
language status and their mastery of the Persian language is not the same. Finally, it
can be said that what can be seen in policies is a special and multifaceted attention
to the Persian language, which is less seen in the field of ethnic languages

The existence and continuation of poverty is a serious obstacle for the progress of society,
and for this reason, knowing the state of poverty can be fruitful for coherent planning to
eliminate or reduce it. The extent of poverty-related researches, along with the diversity of
scientific fields in this field, has made it necessary to consolidate the results and present a
systematic study in this field. The present research was conducted with a meta-composite
qualitative method to examine the works related to poverty in the writings of Iranian
researchers between 1390 and 1402. By collecting the articles published in the desired
period of time, 40 scientific and research articles were selected from among 150 works
for collecting and extracting data. The research findings showed; most research in the
field of poverty is related to the field of economics. From a methodological point of view,
the quantitative paradigm of the econometric model prevails, and most of the quantitative
researches have examined poverty through the lens of statistics, numbers, and maps, and
there is not much room for the voice of poverty and the poor, the expression of the lived
experiences of the poor, and the representation of poverty. Most of the thematic part of
the research has been done in the majority of general poverty (income and livelihood).
Although qualitative researches are increasing in the field of poverty research, but such
studies have been conducted using data or analysis of already existing works and are not
closely related to the research problem. Also, in the subject area with a lack of research on
poverty in the field of women, children, ability poverty, hidden and widespread poverty,
and the normalization of this issue as a part of the daily life experience due to special
social events (coronavirus, economic sanctions and rampant inflation). We are facing the
results of various studies show; In the last years of the 90s, with the increasing spread
of poverty throughout society, a new form of poverty in the form of the experience of
poverty among social groups under the title of widespread poverty is evident, which can
result from the weakness of the economic situation, the reduction of social well-being and
the spread of social harms. Conditions are available.

1. Introduction

Poverty is one of the most pressing issues facing development in many countries of
the world. The continuation of poverty is related to its expansion in different social
groups, and if it continues in a society, one can witness the fall of different classes of
society to the lower class every day, and its various manifestations can be observed
in the society and among different groups. The report of the Majlis Research Center
states that in 2017 onwards, people spend most of their income on food and housing,
and on the other hand, they are unable to spend their income on other matters related
to education, recreation and travel. In the report of the Majlis Research Center, which
refers to the fall of social groups into the trap of poverty during the last decade, it is
stated that in addition to the official reports of the spread of poverty, scientific and
academic circles have also pointed to this. For this purpose, the current research aims
to answer these questions by considering the increasing poverty as a part of the daily
experience or the Iranian person’s concern about its experience, through the study and
review of the researches conducted in relation to poverty, from what theoretical and
methodological angle the studies conducted.

2. Method

The purpose of this research is to review and examine the findings of some important
researches in the field of poverty. The research is practical in terms of purpose. To
achieve the goal of the research, a meta-composite method has been used. Meta-
synthesis is a type of qualitative study that examines information and findings
extracted from other studies with a related and similar topic and tries to harmonize
the results of different studies (Hunter and Schmidt, 2004). Actually; Metasynthesis
is a type of qualitative study with the aim of integrating the interpretation of the
main findings of selected studies in order to create comprehensive and interpretive
findings. The total number of articles published in the given period of time in the
mentioned quarterly journals was 150 works related to the subject of the current
research. With the aim of reducing and extracting data based on several criteria,
including 1- The place of publication of the article in question: Acceptance articles
in reference databases, scientific journals and research 2- The topic in question:
Designing the model that governs the study of poverty. 3- The general scope of the
research: The research carried out inside the country of Iran. 4- The time frame of
the research: researches of the last decade 1390-1402. According to these cases,
the number of 40 works that were most consistent with the stated principles were
selected
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3. Findings

The results show that economics (27.5 percent), sociology (20 percent), geography
(17.5 percent), social welfare (12.5 percent), and cultural studies (10 percent) have
the highest content production in the field of poverty, respectively, and political
science fields, Theology and communication sciences each have the lowest
production of poverty content during a decade with 2.5%. From the total of 40
works selected in this field, 6 equivalent works (15%) with qualitative-documentary
method, 6 works (15%) with quantitative-econometric method, 5 works (12.5%)
with quantitative-spatial analysis method and 5 The effect (12.5 percent) has been
done by quantitative-surveillance method. The remaining 3 works (7.5%) with the
qualitative method of contextual theory, 2 works (5%) with the methods of content
analysis and discourse analysis, and the rest of the works with other qualitative
methods including Delphi method, secondary analysis, theme analysis, semiotics,
narrative analysis and Ethnography has been done. In addition, 5 works (12.5%)
have been done using a combined (quantitative-qualitative) method. Based on the
results, it seems that the qualitative approach of the documentary-library type is
the dominant paradigm of poverty research in the last decade, and quantitative
approaches with econometric priority followed by spatial analysis and survey are
the dominant quantitative paradigm in poverty research, most of the knowledge of
poverty is in the field of general poverty.

4. Conclusion

Poverty is not the only experience of a certain group of disabled, low-income or
unemployed and illiterate people who live on the outskirts of cities and slums. In
fact, poverty is not something separate from the society in a certain corner and
limited to a group of people in a centralized way; Rather, poverty is a fluid matter
and the daily experience of people in social life, who may be afraid of losing their
capital every day during economic fluctuations, or they only rely on an income
that is sufficient for their food items and basic needs, and they are deprived of
the opportunity to save and have a long-term economic life. are. Therefore, what
has happened in the area of poverty during the last decade is an increasing and
widespread poverty that has spread throughout society and is caused by social events
such as inflation, high prices. Corona Economic sanctions. have become a daily
experience and a part of the social life of the members of the society. Therefore, the
issue is about the economic, political and social cycles that reproduce poverty in
the society and the methods of dealing with it, not knowing the type of poverty or
specific poverty groups.
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
