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Persuasion is a process that influences the mentality of people by resorting to
reasoning and feeling in the form of verbal, non-verbal and media skills, often to
change their behavior and force them to take a certain action. In other words, the
conscious effort of a person or organization to change the attitude, belief, values
or views of another person or group is called persuasion. In general, persuasion
is the basic and ultimate goal of all communication behaviors. In terms of results,
this research is considered part of developmental research because it seeks to
explain the audience persuasion model in media organizations through the design
of the model. In terms of its purpose, this research is an exploratory research.
The methodology of this research is of a qualitative type, which often uses
qualitative data using thematic analysis method. The results of the analysis of
Saadi's speech show that the analysis of audience persuasion styles in Golestan
Saadi, which was carried out with the aim of investigating the themes of
persuasion and changing the audience's attitude, after extracting the text
sentences and summarized sentences, sub-themes were categorized in the form
of main themes. And from the present themes, finally, the audience persuasion
model based on 19 persuasive components based on the words of effort has been
obtained. In the present model, the recognition of the media audience and how
to persuade its perception and recognition through the media have been discussed
and investigated.

Introduction

Identifying a persuasive style among media
audiences and presenting strategies to enhance
persuasion for media organizations, aiming to
establish an authority that garners increased
trust from audiences, is deemed essential. The
concept of persuading the audience regarding
media discourses and communications in this
field is considered the most fundamental
factor in achieving desirable and effective
media functionality. The expansion, diversity,
and extension of media activities will only be
effective under specific conditions and at a
relevant time when desirable persuasion acts
as a prerequisite for these actions, either pre-
existing or emerging concurrently with media
activities,  continuously increasing in
influence. If the audience lacks trust in the
messages received from the media and
remains unencouraged, the groundwork for
accepting the messages will not exist, and
gradually, the media's credibility among
audiences will diminish. Conducting such
research and presenting a desirable and clear
model of the criteria and components of
persuasion in a media outlet, utilizing the
rhetorical capacities and persuasive discourse
methods of Saadi, and presenting the opinions
and perspectives of experts in the field of
media, aligned with Saadi's persuasive styles
through the analysis of his statements, can
assist the managers of media networks and
national media departments in assessing the
environmental situation and contribute to
improving and enhancing the methods of
audience persuasion. Concerning Saadi, it
should be noted that he possesses special
characteristics contributing to his popularity
and acceptance as a source of communication.
He speaks in the simplest and most beautiful
way for ordinary people and presents the most
masterful and fascinating aspect of art for
connoisseurs. Speaking for everyone, in a
manner that reaches the level of eloquence, is
a trait that has played a role in Saadi's fame
and acceptance among people. Eloguence, in
this context, means that words are correct and
in accordance with custom, the speech is clear
and robust, becoming a factor in turning Saadi
into a positive source in the path of persuading

the audience, primarily intended for language
enthusiasts.

Methodology

Among the qualitative data analysis methods,
"content  analysis"  holds  significant
importance through categorization, indexing,
and coding. This analytical approach is one of
the most conventional and widely utilized
methods for qualitative data analysis,
applicable  across  various  analytical
frameworks. Content analysis employs an
inductive method where the researcher,
through categorizing data and recognizing
patterns in both internal and external data,
conducts thematic analysis. Initially, this
analytical approach aims for pattern
recognition within the data. Once the patterns
are identified, thematic or topical support
should be derived from them; in other words,
themes emerge from the data
(Mohammadpour, 2013). This method
functions as a process for analyzing textual
data, transforming scattered and diverse data
into rich and detailed information. Notably, it
remains independent of any specific
theoretical or epistemological position,
making it applicable across a broad spectrum
of theoretical and epistemological methods.
Therefore, it is a flexible and wvaluable
research tool that can be employed to analyze
large volumes of complex and detailed data
(Clark & Braun, 2006). In content analysis, all
data sources are examined, and the themes
encompassing the entire dataset are analyzed
and interpreted, eliminating the need for
theoretical saturation.

Results and Discussion

In this study, Saadi's literary works underwent
initial scrutiny and coding. The essential
themes were subsequently identified,
classified, and named based on their
distinctive features and dimensions, taking
into account the theoretical framework and
analytical categories. Organizing themes were
discerned, and from them, significant and
prevalent themes were selected. Employing
content analysis, the primary themes within
Saadi's writings were quantified. Following
this, in accordance with rhetorical patterns,
the organizing and prevalent concepts were
compiled. The outcomes of the content
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analysis comprised 114 fundamental themes,
154 organizing themes, and 39 prevalent
themes. The findings reveal that the
persuasive prevalent themes encompass
cognitive responsibilities, communication
prowess, collaborative endeavors, cross-
cultural competence, cultural closeness,
foresight, diverse engineering, media
convergence, metacommunication, positive
emotions, emphasis, brand restructuring,
active learning, intensified artistic behavior,
cultural adaptability, capacity development,
discontentment, regional diversity, mastery,
linguistic richness, prescriptiveness, oral
fluency, psychological performance,
continuous discourse, dialect, instrumental
rationality, two-way communication,
harmonious alignment, tangible experiences,
context creation, reference selection, language
acquisition, self-perception, social interaction,
social  networking, status  delegation,
knowledge transfer, differentiation, and
multisensory perception.
