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The landscape of cities, attracts the eyes of every observer and is the first thing
that the citizen communicates with. As the first city garden, Bam city garden has
been registered as a world heritage. But its urban landscape does not create an
attractive image in the perception of the citizens due to the speed of the
reconstruction of the city after the earthquake and the lack of attention to the
subjective preferences of the citizens in this process. Therefore, it seems
necessary to deal with the aesthetics of the urban landscape of Bam city garden.
The purpose of the research is to recognize the aesthetic components of the urban
landscape in the opinion of experts and also to compare the preferences of
citizens in this field in Bam city garden. According to the purpose of the research,
a qualitative method has been used to collect and analyze information and data.
First, by examining the opinions raised in connection with the aesthetics of urban
landscapes, the components of the aesthetics of the urban landscapes of the
district were identified and categorized; In the next step, the preferences of the
citizens of Bam city garden were evaluated based on the inductive approach and
the semi-structured interview method; The results show that the components of
aesthetics from the point of view of experts are categorized in the form of two
main objective and subjective components, and the components of urban
landscape aesthetics from the perspective of citizens in four categories: 1-
Emphasis on physical and bodily elements, 2. Emphasis on meaning, 3.
Emphasis on natural elements and 4. Expression of feelings and inner states are
placed; Finally, the comparative comparison of the two stages showed that the
cases explained from the theoretical bases are compatible with the cases raised
by the citizens.

Introduction

The urban landscape is the appearance and
outer shell of every city. The perception of
beauty is largely considered a subjective
matter, which means that beauty is not a
guality of an objective phenomenon
independent of the perceiver, but rather a
value that is added to an objective being by the
perceiver. Kaplan's studies show that aesthetic
preferences cannot be separated from people's
mental concepts of place. Because the
perception of beauty is related to personal
emotions and mental background of the
person. Therefore, the purpose of the research
is to explain the aesthetic components of the
urban landscape from the point of view of
experts in two objective and subjective
dimensions and then to evaluate the subjective
preferences of the citizens in Bam city. By
considering the view of Bam city garden,
which is the first registered city garden in the
world, and also considering its reconstruction
after the earthquake of 2012, it is clear that this
city is not in a good condition from the point
of view of aesthetics.

Methodology

The basis of the current study is all the citizens
of Bam city, whose common point is living in
Bam city. According to the purpose of the
research, a qualitative method is used to
collect and analyze information and data. In
this research, the primary sources are the use
of in-depth interviews with the ladder
technique from the citizens of Bam who have
lived and lived in Bam (before and after the
city earthquake in 2012), and the secondary
sources are for collecting information and data
to compile the framework. The theoretical and
experimental research is library resources
such as books, articles, internet resources, etc.
Based on it, semi-structured interview and
Atlas Ti software are used. In the stage of
gathering information and data, firstly, an
open questionnaire is used to know the
aesthetic components of the urban landscape
in Bam city (interviews were also used
according to the answers of the interviewees).

Results and Discussion
By comparing the initial codes from the
interviewees, theoretical codes emerged and

in this way the coding of 22 statistical samples
was done. For coding in the interview section,
first the audio files of the interviews were
transcribed and then read several times, then
the main categories were coded and similar
codes were placed in categories, and finally,
with the advice and guidance of three coders,
common codes were merged and modified.
were done, then the classification of the
concepts and the achievement of the contents
were discussed.

In the next step, after extracting the concepts
and identifying the primary codes, in this step
of comparing the concepts and classifying
them, the primary codes that were similar
were placed together in one class and the
primary classes were formed. These classes
were merged and formed subthemes
(categories); The obtained components are
placed in four categories: 1-emphasis on
physical and bodily elements, 2-emphasis on
meaning, 3-emphasis on natural elements, 4-
expressing feelings and inner states, and
according to the interviewees, they are the
aesthetic components of the urban landscape
of Bam city garden. Then the coding was
repeated from the beginning, again the
compatibility of the written codes was
controlled so that there were no mistakes in
the information. In this process, some codes
were removed, some were merged, or the label
of some of them was changed, also there were
changes in the contents, and some items were
combined and new classes were formed, and
finally, the final model of the research is
presented.

Conclusion

Based on the findings of the comparison, the
variable of spatial limitation (ratio of height to
the width of the street) has been proposed by
the experts and attention to the height of the
buildings in relation to the surroundings by the
citizens, which are consistent with each other
and are placed in the objective dimension of
the closed subset, which is considered one of
the formal components. The variable of
coordination, which is a subset of order in the
objective dimension, which is one of the
formal components, is consistent with the
variables proposed by the experts, the
compatibility and coordination of the adjacent
facades, the compatibility of the height of the
buildings with the adjacent buildings, and the
coordination of the overall form of the
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building, which were proposed by the citizens.
Regarding the complexity, the experts have
mentioned variety, cleanliness and newness,
while the citizens have also expressed the
variety of materials and colors and the
cleanliness and newness of the facades in the
interview. The variables of vegetation, water
and lighting, which are placed in the symbolic
category in the objective dimension, have also
been raised by the citizens. Historical
buildings, color and materials, style of
buildings are also found in both studies.

Urban landscape components are categorized
in the form of two formal and symbolic
components: 1- Form components which are
evaluated with three indicators of enclosure,
order and complexity and 2- Symbolic
components through three indicators A-
Naturalness which is due to the presence of
trees, water and light, B- symbolic values that
are evaluated by the presence of buildings and
elements and decorations, C- style that are
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
