location, architectural arrangement, plan and map are effective for the formation
of the architectural body.

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Introduction

Humans have always been the primary
audience of architecture, and by creating
spaces in cities, they have fulfilled their social
needs. Architecture should appropriately
respond to the needs of women, who
constitute half of society.

The history of
architecture shows that space and gender are
cultural and social concepts that, without
active and balanced participation, may lead to
misunderstandings and unfair oversight.In
different historical periods, women did not
have space in the urban arena and were mostly
confined to the home environment, while men
were present in public spaces. Women's issues
in the environment were also viewed as
secondary in society. Considering that half of
the citizens are women, creating parks and
green spaces for women is very important for
improving the quality of life and sustainable
urban development.Various studies have
shown that the history of architectural design
and urban planning has mainly focused on
men, with masculine elements and design
ideas prevailing. Only in the last few decades
has the presence of women in architecture and
urban design been noticeably recognized.
These studies have highlighted the importance
of communication, interaction, flexibility,
ease of access, security, and complexity for
women in the workplace and residence.The
research question is: What is the effect of
gender thinking in architecture in terms of
morphology and space creation?

Methodology

This research was conducted in the field-
library method and was documented with
observation and test tools. The purpose of the
research is to explain the influence of gender
in the formation of the architectural body from
the aspect of morphology. After collecting
data and field observations, this qualitative
research extracts the characteristics of spaces
affected by gender policies. Then, using
Smart-PLS3 structural equation modeling, the
degree of overlap and causal relationship
between architectural variables is numerically
and quantitatively analyzed. The assessment

of the fit of the structural model of the
research is done with different criteria, and if
the coefficients of t-values are greater than
1.96, the relationship between the components
and the hypotheses of the research is
confirmed.

Results and Discussion

The purpose of the research is to explain the
influence of gender in the formation of the
architectural body from the aspect of
morphology. The findings show that gender
indicators have an effect on the separation of
details, mental visualization, visual and
auditory  activity, emotional  arousal,
compliance of expectations, understanding of
aesthetics and adaptation to the environment.
Also, different genders have different views
on the surrounding environment and
architecture, for example, the way different
genders adapt causes a change in the
flexibility of the space. The results of the
research show that gender indicators with a
score of (3.961) are the first and
morphological indicators with a score of
(3.813) Secondly, they influence the
formation of the architectural body. Physical
characteristics with a score of (2.364) are at
the last level. Also, gender affects
architectural body shape with a score of
(3.961), while physical characteristics have
less influence on gender (1.795). Morphology
with a score of (18.336) has a greater effect on
gender indicators. For the formation of the
architectural  body, compliance  with
expectations (21.006), separation of details
(11.735), listening activity (10.150), and
aesthetic perception (6.957) among gender
indicators and colors and combinations They
(14.043), spaciousness and brightness of
space (13.710), finding paths (10.240) and
culture building (18.788) are among the most
effective  physical characteristics.  This
research shows that considering the gender
perspective in architectural design can help
improve the quality and fit of spaces.

Conclusion

Men and women look at the world from
different angles; Women are detail oriented
and men are general oriented. Women are
more sensitive to colors and sizes and
recognize sounds better. Also, women have
more adaptability in the architectural space, in
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the sense that it is easier for women to
recognize the positive and negative angles of
the environment and control emotions related
to them. These differences in perception and
reaction to the environment can be effective in
architectural design. Urban spaces represent
the lives of citizens based on environmental,
cultural and social structures, and the ease of
understanding the body and the function of
urban space from a gender perspective helps
to make these spaces more complete. Gender
analysis is an effective tool for understanding
the role of women and men in society and their
impact on urban planning and architecture.
This analysis shows that human relations and
gender behavioral patterns play an important
role in the formation of architectural and
