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The purpose of this research is to study the legal-criminological case of the
personality with a preventive approach in Iranian and Canadian law, which was
carried out in a descriptive-analytical method and based on library sources. The
results of this research show that in the criminal system of Canada, the
personality file and generally paying attention to the personality of the criminal
has a high position in comparison with the criminal law of Iran. In the criminal
law of Canada, the investigation about the character of the accused and his
financial, family and social situation is foreseen, and this investigation is
mandatory in the preliminary investigation stage, in optional misdemeanor cases
and in criminal cases. In Canadian law, as in many countries where preliminary
investigations are conducted by an investigating judge or an investigator, he is
ordered to create a character file so that after the trial, if the accused is found
guilty and based on the reports in the personality file should act to determine the
appropriate, effective and useful response. On the contrary; Iranian criminal law
does not provide for the filing of a character file explicitly and as a central
approach in criminal proceedings, and it is declared mandatory only at the stage
of execution of the prison sentence in order to classify the prisoners. However,
according to some articles of the Islamic Penal Code (Articles 22 and 25) and the
Criminal Procedure Code (Article 222),

Introduction

In our country, the need to file a personal file
has not yet been felt as it should be. In the new
criminal procedure law, the legislator has
made it mandatory to file a character file in
important crimes. We hope that this
requirement will be implemented in all stages
of criminal proceedings and that all judges
will start filing personal files in addition to
criminal cases. It can be seen that the
personality file as an undeniable necessity in
the proceedings should be considered next to
the criminal case of the accused, especially
because it is also effective in the quality of the
guarantee of executions with the description
of special prevention. The application of the
character case is not only limited to the
individualization of the punishment; The
contents of this file are useful and effective for
the application of many laws and the
implementation of the institutions foreseen in
them.Therefore, it is important to examine the
basics and goals of character file filing, the
conditions and methods of character
identification and character file filing in the
criminal system, and its effects and results.
Especially in our criminal system, it is
necessary that by conducting researches in
this field, officials and judicial authorities and
the police become more familiar with the
character case so that this case finds a suitable
and favorable position. Filing a personal file
in our system faces many challenges and
obstacles that the three branches of the
executive, judiciary and legislature must work
together to solve. Therefore, in the present
study, the author tries to investigate the
necessity of filing a personality file in the
context of the implementation of the legal
system of Iran and Canada.

Methodology

In this study, the library research method has
been utilized to examine legal and
criminological theories concerning the
character case in Iranian and Canadian law.
This method entails detailed study, analysis,
and scrutiny of legal and judicial opinions
regarding the significance and applications of
character files within the respective legal
systems under study. Given the nature of
library research, pertinent information has

been gathered and analyzed from credible
legal and judicial sources in both countries,
aiming to derive scientific and reliable
conclusions about the role and importance of
character files in crime prevention within
these two comparative legal frameworks.

Results and Discussion

In criminal policy in Iran, the notion of
preventive jurisprudence based on principles
of constitutional law has been officially
recognized. These measures encompass both
developmental prevention and the
establishment of personality profiles. Articles
156 and 682 of the Criminal Procedure Code
and Articles 37, 38, 43, 60, 152, 188 of the
Islamic Penal Code outline the procedures for
establishing  personality  profiles.  The
regulations of prison organizations, as
detailed in Articles 74 and 46 of their bylaws,
also reference this. In Canadian criminal law,
investigating the accused's personality and
their  financial, familial, and social
circumstances is anticipated. Personal habits
serve as indicators of one's character in
Canadian law, where personal traits signify
specific moral qualities. During trials, the
accused must respond to inquiries concerning
these traits. Proof of character in Canadian
law confirms all types of personality
indicators, both general reputation and
specific instances. Interviewers are authorized
to question these matters under Federal Law
404, similar to Canadian law.

Conclusion

The legal foundation of establishing a
personality  profile aims to tailor
punishments—whether reduction,
intensification, or suspension of sentences—
to align with the criminal's character. This
serves the individualization and
personalization of penalties with the goal of
rehabilitation and effective prevention of
dangerous tendencies and recidivism.
Personality profiling includes various stages
of criminal proceedings such as preliminary
investigations,  trial,  sentencing, and
execution, ensuring responsiveness to the
offender's psychological, physical, and social
needs and motivations. Challenges include
privacy concerns, lack of specialized agencies
for profiling, insufficient time and resources
for experts, and absence of advanced
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technology-equipped labs for personality
assessment. Effective sentencing based on
offenders’ personalities and criminal histories
varies, necessitating comprehensive criminal
records to determine appropriate penalties and
personalize rehabilitation efforts.
