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Consequently, national identity contributes to the development of high-quality
domestic goods, increases domestic consumption, boosts production, strengthens
the national currency, and generates employment, ultimately benefiting the
national economy. Field findings results supported by descriptive statistics and
statistical tests, confirm the theoretical framework, showing that experts strongly
believe in the impact of national identity on enhancing various aspects of a
country's economic power.
