+ research approach and its research synthesis method are based on the Roberts
: model. The research community consists of 289 articles on ethnic and racial
¢ literacy from 2000 to 2023 derived from reputable journals. research articles that
: passed the entry and exit criteria filter. For the validity and reliability of the data,
¢ several researchers were used and the agreement between the researchers was
: calculated as 76%. Data analysis was open coding, central, and selective.
¢ According to the findings, the components of ethnic and racial literacy were
¢ classified into 6 dimensions and 21 factors. The components of ethno-racial
: literacy are 1-conceptualization of race and ethnicity 2-ethno-racial
¢ acquaintance 3-awareness of racism and ethnocentrism 4-equality and justice 5-
¢ identification 6-ethics and respect. By including the components of ethno-racial
¢ literacy identified in the first secondary school curriculum, the educational
: system can create students who are aware of the issue of race and racism, who
: love justice for all ethnic groups and races, are interested in ethnic-racial
¢ friendship and are familiar with ethnic-racial self-identity and at the same time
: adhere to the Iranian national identity.

1- Introduction

Ethnic and racial heterogeneity exists in different
degrees in all countries. In Iran, ethnic diversity is of
particular interest. Regarding linguistic and ethnic
diversity, Iran ranks 16 in the world with 24%
similarity, including different ethnicities such as
Turks, Persians, Kurds, Arabs, Baluchis, etc. living
together in this country (Aamili, 2019) and most
provinces of the country directly have ethnic
diversity. Although iran, unlike the countries of
Western Europe, North America, and Australia,
does not accept immigrants, and discrimination
based on color and race, like what happens in the
above countries, does not mean much. some
researchers have proven the existence of racism in
Iran (Asgharzadeh, 2007).

Thus, Iran's modern society, with its vast ethnic
groups, needs a kind of planning and policy-making
that recognizes the diversity and plurality of the
country in various fields and provides the necessary
platforms to pay attention to it (Gershasabi, Fathi
Vajargah, Arefi, 2019). The curriculum of schools
can follow this importans through literacy, but this
field there is a gap in literacy related to ethnic and
racial teachings and skills, and researchers have not
paid attention to solving ethnic-racial challenges
from the perspective of literacy.

Ethnic and racial literacy was first introduced in
2004 and is internationally recognized as a post-
colonial scientific field is growing day by day
(Brown, Kelada & Jones, 2020), but in our country
with all this diversity the tribe is still unknown. Even
though the theorizing of ethnic and racial literacy is
still in its infancy in the field of education (Downey,
2021),research  in  recent years on the
conceptualization of ethnic and racial literacy
(Coleman and Stevenson, 2014; Horsford, 2014;
Rush and Horsford, 2014; Sealey-Ruiz & Green,
2015) and the use of racial literacy as a study tool
(Rogers & Mosley, 2008; Sealey-Ruiz & Green,
2015; Skerret, 2011; Smith, 2014; Winans, 2010), in
educational systems, justice Criminal and health
care has been done. In the conducted research, many
scattered codes and components in the field of
ethnic-racial literacy have been stated for teaching
ethnic-racial literacy, but no research has been done
inside and outside the country to integrate the
components of ethnic-racial literacy. So, by
determining the components of ethno-racial literacy,
the present research removes the confusion of
education decision-makers on race and ethnicity.
Thus, the current research question is, what are the
components of ethnic and racial literacy in the first
secondary school?

2- Methods

The approach of the current research is qualitative
and its method is synthesis. Synthesis research tries
to analyze the research it covers and resolve
conflicts in its literature and identify main topics for
future research (Cooper and Hedges, 2009).
Sampling includes the review of all valid documents
at the national and international level that somehow
provide useful information and knowledge about the
theoretical foundations, framework and components
of ethno-racial literacy. To provide the required
information, the worksheet form designed by the
researcher was used to report and record the
information of primary research. This tool was
prepared according to the information required from
the primary research from three parts of cognitive
source information and methodological information
and necessary information for the findings. The data
obtained from this research were analyzed based on
coding in three open, central and selected levels. In
this way, first, the categories were extracted from
the articles by open coding, and then by classifying
the open codes of the same gender in one category,
the central codes of the research were obtained.

3- Findings

Conceptual model and theoretical framework can
help to better understand the pattern of components
of ethnic and racial literacy. Thus, by combining the
theoretical and research  background, the
components and factors in the tools and research
findings can be classified and combined into a
subset of 6 general dimensions and 21 partial
components.

The components are: 1- Conceptualization of
awareness of ethnicity and race, awareness of
ethnic-racial diversity and pluralism) 2- Ethnic-
racial acquaintance (ethnic-racial conversations and
conversations, stories and history) ethnicities and
races, introduction of ethnicities and races) 3-
Awareness of racism and ethnocentrism (awareness
of systemic racism and ethnocentrism, awareness of
dominant ethnicities and races, familiarity with
oppression of races and ethnicities and their distress)
4- Equality and justice (attention to the equality of
ethnic groups and races, lack of undue prejudice,
raising anti-racist people, nonracial
harassment,understanding others, listening to the
voices of ethnic groups and races and their demands)
5- Identifying (defending Self-ethnic-racial identity,
self-archaeology (locating identity), asserting the
right to be different according to one's ethnic-racial
culture) 6- Ethics and respect (respect and moral
care and human virtues, peace and friendship
between ethnicities and races) , the unity of the
ethnic groups of a country is trans-racial identity).

The aim of the current research is to identify the
components of ethnic-racial literacy in primary
secondary education. In this research, the
characteristics of the components of ethnic and
racial literacy were examined and integrated by
examining and clarifying the existing domestic and
foreign research background. The results confirm
the identification of 6 general operational and new
components  of  ethnic-racial literacy. To
conceptualize ethnicity and race for literate students,
it is necessary for them to be aware of the nature of
colors, races and avoid being indifferent to this
issue.

According to the components of ethno-racial
literacy that have been found in this research, the
educational system used for training people with
complete character and free from any kind of racism
and extreme ethnocentrism, as well as resistant to

the society's ethnic groups towards an ideal
relationship with peace and friendship and
interaction and away from any chaos, it is necessary
to include the extracted components in its official
curriculum and avoid any conservatism in teaching
the components of this literacy to do.
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
