Introduction:

One of the goals of current education is to help
learners to use their knowledge effectively, so
learners should be equipped with learning
knowledge and skills so that they never get stuck.

10-
and 11-year-old children are serious and active and
tend to be active. In all of them, a kind of inherent
power of growth and independence is seen and they
want others to treat them like adults.

(Samadi, 2017). The game includes a different
aspect of children's development, and they easily
learn the concepts of science, mathematics, and
social studies, and thus they can depict a large
amount of reality (Jahedi, 2016). The skill of daring
or daring behavior also plays an important role in
establishing and  maintaining  interpersonal
communication and interactions. Courage in the
concept means the ability to defend one's positions,
achieve goals and overcome difficulties, be
determined in behavior without harming the rights
of others, and control aggressive impulses
(Khormayei, Zare, 2016). Daring is one of the most
basic social skills that is important in the
establishment, continuity and coherence of

interpersonal relationships. Today, in modern
psychology, especially in health psychology, daring
is considered one of the foundations of achieving
healthy behavior. A bold and courageous person is
someone who achieves his Muslim rights through
the behavior he shows and achieves compatibility in
social interaction. Various researches in all parts of
the world indicate that the lack of courage or little
benefit from courage impairs the set of individual
behaviors that create the basis for adapting to the
social environment. Nowadays, lack of courage is
one of the fundamental factors in investigating and
finding the root of some of the behavioral anomalies
that we witness; Therefore, in the framework of
family, school, university and in general in society,
contexts and platforms should be provided so that
people can achieve their assumed rights by thinking
in order to stay safe from unhealthy personal and
social behaviors (Pirsaghi, 2012).

(Emadi, 2017), in a research entitled "Effect of
game-based teaching method on reducing exam
anxiety and increasing students' creativity" showed
that game-based teaching method has a significant
effect on reducing students' anxiety.
