Rumi’s dichotomy critiques
materialism while advocating for a spirituality. rooted in. selflessness and
connection.

Empathy and altruism are equally vital to Rumi’s vision of a just society. In
*The Rider and the Sleeping Man*, a traveler forcibly awakens a man about
to be bitten by a snake, sacrificing social grace.to save a life. This tale
highlights the moral. complexity of compassion, suggesting that true altruism
often.requires uncomfortable or unpopular actions. Similarly, *The Bear and
the Gardener* warns against misplaced affection, as a bear’s clumsy attempt
