deviation) and inferential statistics (multivariate analysis of covariance,
MANCOVA) were used. Data analysis was performed using SPSS
software, version 20. Findings: Studies have shown that educational
interventions based on Piaget's approach can lead to significant
improvements in emotion regulation. In this study, students who were
trained wusing Piaget's educational methods showed significant
improvements in emotion regulation compared to the control group. The
obtained eta coefficients for emotion regulation components were as
follows: emotion management (0.28), emotion reflection (0.32), and
emotion understanding (0.19). Conclusion: Based on the results of the
study, it can be concluded that educational interventions based on Piaget's
approach can be used as an effective method to improve emotion
regulation in students.
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
