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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the present study was to investigate the effect of isolation and
forgetfulness of physical education teachers on emotional exhaustion with the
mediation of occupational stress. The current research method was
descriptive and applied in terms of purpose, which was carried out in the field.
The data of this research was collected in the field and using a questionnaire.
The statistical population of this research was middle school sports teachers
in Tehran, and using Morgan's table, 384 were considered and the sampling
method was done in a convenient way. In this research, to test the model and
research hypotheses, structural equation modeling with partial least squares
approach was used in SPSS and SmartPLS software for data analysis. The
results showed that isolation and forgetfulness have a positive effect on the
emotional exhaustion of sports teachers in Tehran. Also, isolation and
forgetfulness have a positive effect on the occupational stress of physical
education teachers in Tehran. Also, the mediating role of occupational stress
has a positive effect on isolation and forgetfulness and emotional exhaustion
of sports teachers in Tehran, so occupational stress has played a mediating
role in this regard. Emotional exhaustion may reduce their ability to solve
problems and make decisions in difficult situations. This can lead to an
increase in job stress and an increase in the amount of unfinished work.
Therefore, organizational emotional exhaustion of physical education
teachers can directly or indirectly increase their job stress.
