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The issue of language and gender is one of the most important issues in
linguistics today, first raised by second-wave feminists and then most widely
studied by sociolinguists. The relationship between language and gender is an
important and notable feature in the study of women's and men's writing. What
is addressed in this research is the study of the difference in style between
feminine and masculine language using a layered stylistic approach in two
prominent memoirs of the Holy Defense, "The leg that remained” by Seyyed
Naser Hosseinipour and "l am alive" by Masoumeh Abad, in accordance with
the views and theories of linguists in the field of gender, especially Lakoff.
Therefore, the type of memoir was the subject of the study, whose language is
closer to the natural language and the gendered style of the author. Both works
were compared at four levels of lexical, syntactic, rhetorical and functional and
in 20 linguistic components in a descriptive-analytical manner. In examining
these components, it was found that in 9 components of the use of feminine
words, color words, idioms, intensifiers, sentence interruptions, imperative
sentences, and the use of similes and metaphors, the results were consistent
with the opinions of linguists in the field of language and gender, especially
Lakoff, and feminine writing was observed in the book "I Am Alive", and
inconsistencies were found in 11 other components. The results obtained
indicate that various factors such as age, gender, cultural and social conditions,
and especially the writing format have a significant impact on the difference in
the style of feminine and masculine language in these two works.
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EXTENDED ABSTRACT
1. Introduction

Both in social life and in individual life, humans always have to communicate, and language is
the most important communication tool that humans need. This tool, especially in its written
form, is often considered a male institution.

New studies have shown that there are links between gender and linguistic behavior, and it is
possible to explain part of the diversity in the language of a society based on the gender of the
speakers of that language. Different forms of language can be seen in a linguistic community, and
the speaking style of the speakers of a linguistic community differs from each other according to
age, geographical region, social class, occupation, cultural conditions, gender and other factors
(Yule, 2000: 280). In some societies, the differences are only limited to differences in vocabulary,
and in some societies, the differences are more and include different lexical, phonetic, and
syntactic levels. The different roles that the society defines for women and men can be one of the
most important factors of the difference in the language of men and women from a social point of
view (Modaresi, 1989: 170).

Since the literary form chosen by women has long been the novel format, most of the
researches have been done in this field.

But in this research, attention has been paid to another type and topic of women's writings;
This is a different type, the type of memory and centered on the subject of war. The memoir
writing genre was chosen for the following reasons:

First, these types of writings have gained significant attention and popularity in the last two
decades; Second, in this type of writing, what comes in the form of writing is the author's direct
life experiences, and the author expresses what he has directly seen and heard, and naturally, the
written language is more natural and closer to the author's gender style.

Thirdly, there has been no comprehensive research and investigation regarding this type of
writings and their language style. Since the female language appears in front of the male
language, along with examining female memories, male memories are also examined. Finally,
after checking the linguistic components in the desired sources, the results are analyzed.

2. Methodology
What is discussed as the main subject in this research is the examination of the components of

women's language, its recognition and finding in the prominent memories of the Holy Defense
and its comparison with the style of men's language. The two works under review are " The leg
that remained" by Seyyed Nasser Hosseinipour and "I'm Alive" by Masoumeh Abad.

The research method in this article is descriptive-analytical and based on the method of
collecting information and data. The current research seeks to answer the following questions:

1- How is gender manifested in the writing style of the memories of holy defense?
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2- In terms of linguistic components, what points of commonality and what points of
difference can be seen between the male memories of "The Leg That Remained " and the female
memories of "I'm Alive"?

Sample Size, Power, and Precision

In the stylistic analysis of the two works "Pai Ke Ja Mande" and "Man Zinda Am", four lexical
layers, syntactic layer, rhetorical layer and pragmatic layer can be analyzed, which will be
discussed below. It should be noted that in this study, the results were analyzed based on statistics
and since the number of pages of the two works are different, " The leg that remained” is 748
pages and "I'm Alive" is 519 pages, in order to achieve the exact result, the percentage of use of
each component has been calculated in proportion to the number of pages in the book and the
comparison of the two works has been made. Below the examination of each component, the
number of component usage and percentage of its usage in each work are stated in the
corresponding table.

3. Discussion

In the present study, two outstanding works of memoirs of the Holy Defense were examined.
The results of this study show that both works are aligned in a number of linguistic components
with the opinions of language and gender linguists, and there is no agreement in some of these
components. Among the 20 variables examined in the works in question, the results obtained in
only 9 variables are in line with the opinions of linguists in the field of language and gender, such
as Likaf, and in the other 11 variables, there is no agreement with the opinions of linguists.

This mismatch can indicate that the element of power and age is more effective than the
element of gender in language. The fact that the male writer is in a position of weakness and his
young age has caused the components of the female language to appear more in his work.

According to the theories of gender linguists, including Likaf, women use masculine gender
words less than men, but the results showed that in "I am alive" the use of explicit masculine
words is more than that of pie that is alive. It is necessary to explain that the frequency of the
male word "Agha", which refers to the narrator's father, is more than other male words, which
can be attributed to the strong attachment of the narrator to his father.

In the comparison of the use of emotional attributes between the two works, a difference of
41% can be seen. In "The leg that remained" emotional traits are used to a greater extent and in
this variable too, the agreement between the opinions of linguists and the obtained results is not
seen. The environmental conditions of the narrator, which is captivity in the enemy camps, and
his mental and emotional state have caused his language style to approach the style of women's
language in many aspects.
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In the syntax section, in components such as the use of interrogative sentences, imperative
imperative sentences, polite sentences, and supplementary questions, the inconsistency of the
results with the opinions of linguists can be seen, so that the use of these components in "I am
alive™ is less than in "The leg that remained”. Similar results were obtained in the use of irony
and proverbs.

In examining variables such as the use of feminine words, the use of color words, dirty words,
intensifiers, sentence interruptions, modifier imperative sentences, and the use of simile and
metaphor arrays, the alignment with the ideas of linguists such as Likaf is quite evident and
shows the closeness of the text "'l am alive" to the style of female language.

The high frequency of attributes in both works and the accuracy in describing and mentioning
the details are common features of both works, and it confirms that the format of memoir writing
has a close relationship with this feature and has little to do with the gender of the authors.

4. Conclusions
Therefore, it can be concluded that in the use of male and female language, although many

linguists' opinions are compatible with the findings of the research, several factors such as age,
gender, social and cultural origin, nationality, environmental conditions, and most importantly,
the writing format play a decisive role in the language style of writing.

Since there are still no fixed standards and criteria for measuring and comparing different
narrative works of women, including memoirs, this research can be a suitable platform for
showing these standards.
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
