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EXTENDED ABSTRACT

1. Introduction

The Islamic Revolution of Iran, thanks to the efforts of its founder and architect, Imam Khomeini, and the
brave men and women of this land, which reached its final conclusion in 1979, is a remarkable and
dazzling phenomenon in the current century among human societies, a motivator and hope-creator among
Islamic nations, which, with its excellent characteristics, has been able to lay the foundation for a
fundamental transformation and spiritual and moral renewal in the generation after the revolution. Since
the Islamic Revolution in Iran was not just a pure political transformation, which only targeted the
political structure and government changes, therefore; It has created fundamental changes in all aspects,
economic, military, educational, cultural, political, and literary, and has had the talent and ability to align
all classes and classes of people with its revolutionary movements in all scenes and fields.

One of these classes are the orators of the Islamic Revolution School. And from the very beginning,
with the introduction of spiritual, cultural vocabulary, sacred spaces, martyrdom, idealism, Ashura studies,
Ashura thinking, the pure Alawi school, the culture of the front and war and sacrifice, based on the pure
school of Islam and inspired by this rich culture, a special style called sustainability literature was
established in the literature of this border and land, which has not only not lagged behind other types and
styles, but has also become far ahead in the literary arenas, so that it has all the characteristics of a literary
style and type.

In this regard, the orators of this land, relying on the bravery of the warriors and their spirit of sacrifice
and dedication, have been able to create outstanding literary creations and leave behind remarkable works
in this field. The novel "My Little Name is Balgis" is one of the works that deals with the dissatisfaction
of the people of Raber County, the birthplace of the brave heavenly men, the dissatisfaction with the
tyrannical government and the oppression of the powerful masters against the hardworking and oppressed
society, and the bravery of the people of this system in defending the land and the culture of martyrdom.
the point of view of the present article is to examine the manifestations of sustainability literature with
reference to this novel.

2. Methodology

This study was conducted using a descriptive-analytical method and employed documentation and
document analysis.

3. Discusstion

Soleimani is among the women writers who, although she was not living on the borders during the Balgis
arena of the Sacred Defense to record eyewitness memories of the war atmosphere and war literature as a
writer witnessing the events for the second and subsequent generations of the war and revolution, was
closely present and witnessed the air attacks by the Ba'ath regime ruling Iraq on Tehran and in most of her
works, she refers to those war crimes. The writer spent her life until the end of her theoretical secondary
education in the city of Rabor and witnessed the funerals of many martyrs who crimsoned the soil of this
land with their blood; she has recorded her lived experiences from that time within her writings.

In this work of hers, the writer even mentions a village with a very small population, meaning a village
of only three families, which offered its share to the ideals of the Islamic Revolution. Although we must
not forget the villages of "Ganjan," "Qanat Malek," etc., which were in the vicinity of her birthplace and
offered great men like Sardar Haj Qasem Soleimani to the lofty goals of the Islamic Republic and the
Hussaini movement.
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The active participation and involvement of women in revolutionary and cultural: organizations is
among the subjects that have not escaped the astute observation of the author in his works. This is
especially evident in the text of the novel in question, which addresses the role and performance of women
in our beloved Islamic Iran. One cannot speak of the epic of men in the war and the battle of truth against
falsehood without also speaking of the struggles of the lionhearted women of this land, or concealing their
merits. Were it not for these women—these wellsprings of comfort for the families of the combatants and
the brave men on the battlefields—we would undoubtedly never have achieved the successes and honors
bestowed upon us during the Revolution and the years of the Sacred Defense. We consider a major portion
of these successes to be indebted to the wifely and maternal efforts of the women of this homeland.

The female characters in Soleimani's works are not of the kind who participate from a distance; rather,
they are consistently present at the very heart of revolutionary movements:

"The martyrs would arrive; we would walk behind their coffins, chant slogans, weep, and then get into
the dusty Land Rovers of the Revolutionary Guards. We would take the martyr to their village, bury them,
and return" (Soleimani, 2019: 92).

In This of Soleimani's works, repeated references are made to their efforts and struggles, along with
other village youth, against the ideas of the oppressive monarchy, the ruling landowners, and the
suffocating atmosphere resulting from the tyranny of the arrogant powers in their local area. The narrative
actively describes the involvement of herself and like-minded boys and girls:

"The Revolution had not yet succeeded in changing the oppressive landowner-tenant structure of the
village. Consequently, long after the Revolution's victory, the children of the landowners still dared to
raise a hand against the underprivileged children. My younger brother—who had by then also become a
revolutionary—and 1, together with one of the most devoutly Hezbollahi revolutionaries in the village,
who happened to be a newly emerged young man, hastily convened an urgent meeting. We had to do
something. If we did not curb the transgressions of the arrogant oppressors, they might well forget that a
revolution had even taken place and that it was the barefooted who were destined to be the inheritors of
the earth. That night, with a can of kerosene, we went to the old school's volleyball net. We set it ablaze
and then issued a sternly worded manifesto" (Ibid: 96).

In addition, a prominent feature of Ms. Soleimani's prose in her analysis of Resistance Literature is the
emphasis, throughout much of her work, on highlighting the role of the people of Rabor County (her
birthplace) and the presence of women in the process of formative revolutionary movements and the
ultimate victory of the Islamic Revolution. This includes their participation in marches, public
demonstrations against the Shah's regime, and the triumph of the Islamic Revolution across all spheres:
military, educational, cultural, economic, and in achieving self-sufficiency. This focus is particularly apt,
given the spirit of sacrifice and jihad exhibited by the people of Rabor, who have presented renowned
martyrs, freed prisoners of war, and veterans dedicated to the ideals of the Revolution. Among these
heroic figures is the Commander of Hearts, Haj Qasem Soleimani, and his comrade, the martyr Saeed,
whose names eternally shine in the annals of popular literature resisting tyrannical regimes.

Also, this committed author seizes every opportunity to engage with revolutionary themes,
commemorating revolutionary events and the widespread participation of the people in revolutionary
organizations. She writes:

"The Revolution should not have remained a distant abstraction.It needed to be made tangible; that is
why we frequently spoke of 'social monotheism' in those days. We were supposed to reach home, like
Odysseus, but the reality is that everyday life is based on sound reason, and a revolutionary life is miles
apart from sound reason" (Soleimani, 1398/2019: 84).

Among contemporary female writers, Balgis Soleimani's pen possesses a unique capability to
eloguently express the pristine moments of the Islamic Revolution's victory against the Shah's regime, as
well as the popular fervor and excitement in overturning the monarchy and monarchists. She documents
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the participation of her hometown's people in the streets, the resonating chants of "Allahu Akbar" day and
night, and the revolutionary anthems sung in unison with other cities. She writes:

"My brother speaks of the Shah's oppression—not now, in 1979, but even before. Two years prior,
around the time he brought me Samad Behrangi's The Little Black Fish and Dr. Shariati's Farewell to the
City of Martyrdom, he himself was reading the small publications from the 'Rah-e Hag' institute in Qom.
When my brother curses the Shah, the entire world—all eyes and ears, the stones and bushes of the farm,
and the blue sky—seem to be in the service of the dread apparatus of SAVAK" (lbid: 74).

4. Conclusion

By examining the novel "My Little Name is Balgis", which is the basis of this research, the following
results were obtained:

The author has a special look at the revolution and its consequences and the lives of the people on the
eve of the victory of the Islamic Revolution, the war and the sacred defense; in Ms. Belgis Soleimani's
narration, the presence of women during the revolution and the period of the sacred defense is vividly and
actively depicted; this novel is an autobiographical work in which the author's life story is accompanied by
detailed illustrations and a deep feminine perspective on the issues of war, which is one of the main
features of this novel; following the cultural atmosphere that the sacred defense opened up for writers, an
opportunity was provided for the emergence and growth of new talents such as Belgis Soleimani to create
realistic images of the tyranny of the people and the struggle of the people of the villages of this city.
Based on the study and analysis of this novel, the protection of religion, love of homeland, tyranny, and
other components and ideals of sustainable literature are among the most important issues addressed in
this novel.
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
