The research method is
descriptive-analytical and based on data collection through survey method. The data collection
tool was a researcher-made questionnaire. The validity of the questionnaire was confirmed
through the elite community and its reliability was also confirmed using Cronbach's coefficient
greater than 0.70. The statistical population of the research was made up of rural residents, which
were equal to 7702 people. Based on Cochran's formula, the sample size was determined to be 366
people. The result of the test showed that the indicators of rural entrepreneurship at the level of
less than 0.05 and with an average of 2.759 were inappropriate. Also, 19 factors are known to be
effective in creativity and innovation, in four major factors including empowerment and
improvement of social capital (28.786 percent), legislation (19.712 percent), infrastructure (13.744
percent), and financial credits (518.51 percent). 8 percent) are categorized. The result of structural
equation modeling showed that creativity and innovation factors can be effective in rural

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1. Introduction

As the smallest residential unit, villages are of special importance. Therefore, trying to reduce the issues and
problems of these settlements and their proper establishment in the development cycle requires special
attention. Today, paying attention to the spirit of entrepreneurship among villagers is considered one of the
most important solutions for rural development. Although entrepreneurship is not the only way to create
employment and increase the income of rural people, it is definitely the best and most productive way.
Different platforms and factors should be used to improve entrepreneurship. One of the important indicators in
the direction of rural entrepreneurship is creativity and innovation that various factors are involved in this field.
In other words, creativity and innovation depend on the promotion of various economic, social, infrastructural,
managerial, etc. factors. A better understanding of these factors can provide a platform for the development of
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entrepreneurship. The purpose of this research is to identify and analyze the effective factors in improving
creativity and innovation in entrepreneurship in rural settlements, which was conducted as a case study in
Doshmen Ziyari district of Mamsani city. In line with the stated goal, the main question of the research is
proposed as follows: What are the effective factors in improving creativity and innovation in entrepreneurship
in rural settlements?

2. Materials and Methods

The current research is an applied research, and in terms of methodology, it is descriptive-analytical and
quantitative research. This research is based on the collection of survey data. The survey data collection tool
was through the questionnaire tool. Questioning was done at the individual level. The statistical population of
this research is made up of rural residents. According to the latest available census statistics, the total rural
population in Doshmen Ziyari section of Mamsani County was equal to 9326 people. Considering the time,
place and cost limitations, the sample size was determined. First, among the 46 inhabited villages, villages with
more than 50 households were selected and identified. The number of villages with more than 50 households
was determined as 19 villages with a population of 7702 people. Based on Cochran's formula, the sample size
was determined to be 366 people. In this research, statistical tests were used for data analysis in SPSS software
and structural equation modeling in AMOS software.

3. Results and Discussion

Evaluation of rural entrepreneurship indicators

The results of the one-sample t test on the status of entrepreneurship indicators in rural settlements indicate that
17 indicators were significant at the level of less than 0.05. Examining the significance direction of these
indicators using the mean difference and t-test confirms that entrepreneurship indicators include creativity with
an average of 2.442, flexibility with an average of 2.694, management skills with an average of 2.527,
innovation and initiative. with an average of 2.598, knowledge in the field of work techniques with an average
of 2.811, competitiveness with an average of 2.836, calculated risk taking with an average of 2.756 have an
average lower than the average of the test (3) and therefore it can be concluded that the status of the mentioned
indicators was weak. The reasons for this can be the lack of continuous training and empowerment courses in
villages, lack of attention to the diversification of rural jobs, excessive dependence on agriculture, migration of
young people to urban areas, lack of financial and credit support for projects and He pointed out innovative
ideas, lack of motivation of some villagers and management and infrastructure problems.

In general, it can be concluded that the status of entrepreneurship indicators was not favorable; Because the
result of the evaluation of the total indicators also shows the significance of the entrepreneurship indicators at a
level less than 0.05 and equal to 0.000. The average equal to (2.759) also confirms that the status of rural
entrepreneurship indicators was not favorable.

Effective factors in creativity and innovation in rural entrepreneurship

Also, the results of the factor analysis showed that 19 factors are known to be effective in creativity and
innovation, which are in four major factors including empowerment and improvement of social capital (28.786
percent), legislation (19.712 percent), and infrastructure (13.744 percent). and financial credits (8.518 percent)
are categorized. At the level of partial factors, the factor load results show that the highest weight or factor load
is related to training-promotion and workshop courses with a weight of 0.914, carrying out cooperative and
group activities of villagers with a weight of 0.845, and then ease of access to the road and market It was with
0.844.

Modeling the influence of creativity and innovation factors in rural entrepreneurship

After examining the general fit of the model of the effect of factors improving creativity and innovation in
entrepreneurship in rural settlements, the effect of independent variables on the dependent variable of the
research was examined. The role of factors improving creativity and innovation in entrepreneurship of rural
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settlements among the respondents is significant at the 99% confidence level. The critical ratio being higher
than the value of 2.58 (a critical ratio higher than 2.58 indicates the significance of the effect), also indicates the
significance of the effect of the independent research variable (creativity and innovation factors) on the
dependent variable (rural entrepreneurship). be In total, it can be said that 19 factors of creativity and
innovation include privatization and assistance to the rural community, the existence and effectiveness of
regulatory laws in the rural community, transparency in the rules for registering rural innovation, handing over
government affairs to the villagers, reducing the cost of transporting goods. Rural, villagers' access to good
internet, villagers' access to energy sources (water, electricity, gas, etc.), ease of access to roads and markets,
skills training and empowerment of villagers, villagers' access to technology, support for rural society
Innovative, educational-promotional and workshop courses, bank credits to support innovation, the investment
process in the village, reducing taxation from rural innovation, trusting business in the rural community,
carrying out cooperative and group activities of villagers, employment and encouraging the community. In
order to promote innovation, the talent and creativity of the rural community are influential in the development
of rural entrepreneurship.

The result of structural equation modeling showed that 19 creativity and innovation factors are effective in rural
entrepreneurship. Examining the effect of 19 factors shows that the total effect value is 0.69 and in total
creativity and innovation factors can explain about 69% of the variance, role-playing and positive effects in
rural entrepreneurship. According to the results of the model, the most influential indicators in entrepreneurship
are related to the cooperative and group activities of villagers with an explanation of 0.87. The two factors of
talent and creativity of the rural community, as well as the villagers' access to energy sources (water, electricity,
gas, etc.) are jointly recognized in the second place with an explanation of 0.73. In addition to this, employment
and encouraging the community to promote innovation with an explanation of 0.67 and supporting the
innovative rural community with an explanation of 0.56 are ranked next in terms of influence. In general, the
result of the modeling shows that the indicators or factors of creativity and innovation, if they are improved and
considered important and planned, can be effective in the development of entrepreneurship and foundation in
rural areas.

Evaluating the significant difference of rural areas in terms of creativity and innovation factors

Each rural area has different characteristics. This difference is also possible in the field of creativity and
innovation factors. Investigating the significant difference of creativity and innovation improvement factors in
entrepreneurship in rural areas with the ANOVA test showed that among the rural areas studied in terms of
creativity and innovation improvement factors, no significant difference was observed at the level of 0.115;
Because the significance value of the test is more than 0.05 and therefore there is no significant difference in
rural areas in terms of creativity and innovation and the same conditions have been observed.

4. Conclusion

Overall, the conclusion of this research confirms that creativity and innovation play an important role in
entrepreneurship and changing the conditions of villages. Innovation and creativity in the countryside is the
result of improving the social capital index and empowering the villagers. Also, improving infrastructure,
providing financial credits, and correct implementation of laws and supervision are also effective in improving
creativity and innovation. By improving creativity and innovation, one can hope for the development of
entrepreneurship; Because the result of this research confirmed that promoting creativity and innovation
through the investigated factors can lead to the development of entrepreneurship in rural areas. Therefore, it is
suggested that the factors of creativity and innovation in the studied villages should be emphasized and adopted
in order to improve each of the factors of executive-operational programs.
