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Introduction: Entrepreneurship based on the use of natural resources,
especially tourism, is a good way to solve the problems and challenges of
rural communities.

research goal: the purpose of this study is to evaluation the role of
entrepreneurship in rural development with emphasis on lake tourism in
Fars province .

Research Methodology: This is a descriptive and analytical research. The
statistical population of this research includes all villages around Maharlou
Lake in Fars province up to 2 km radius, accordingly, in this research, 10
villages with 1729 households were investigated. Using Cochran formula
with a 0.08 error, 138 households were selected as sample families Also,
for analyzing the data, software, FAHP, GRA and Kendall's correlation
coefficient test were used in SPSS software.

Research findings:The findings of the research confirm that there is a
significant negative correlation between the dimensions studied and the
distance between the villages of Maharlou Lake according to the Kendall
correlation coefficient (-0.413) and error level less than 0.01. Finally, using
the GRA technique, entrepreneurship with the emphasis on lake tourism in
the villages of Doubaneh, Maharlou-kohneh and Maharlou-no has the
highest impact in Mahmoud Abad and Posht-par villages with moderate

performance and in other villages have poor performance.

Introduction

Entrepreneurship based on the use of natural
resources, especially tourism, is a good way to
solve the problems and challenges of rural
communities. The beaches of seas and lakes can
attract many tourists due to their proximity to
population centers, suitable climate and easy
access during holidays, especially in the summer
season. Considering the qualitative diversity of
social classes in this type of tourism and
preparing the field for related recreational
activities can bring the utilization of coastal
resources to a high level. In this regard, the
purpose of this study is to evaluation the role of
entrepreneurship in rural development with
emphasis on lake tourism in Fars province. The
study area of this research is the rural areas
around Maharlo lake in Fars province, which was
chosen as the study area due to the proximity of
the lake to the center of the province. Therefore,
the current research aims to answer these
questions: To what extent does lake tourism
affect the development of entrepreneurship in
rural areas around the lake? What has been the
effect of lake tourism entrepreneurship on the
villages around the lake?

Methodology

The catchment area of Maharlo Lake is located in
the south of Iran and in Fars province between 29
degrees and O minutes to 29 degrees and 57
minutes of north latitude and 52 degrees and 14
minutes to 53 degrees and 28 minutes of east
longitude. This area is limited to the Shiraz plain
from the north-west and to the Sarvostan plain
from the south-east.

This is a descriptive and analytical research. The
statistical population of this research includes all
villages around Maharlou Lake in Fars province
up to 2 km radius, accordingly, in this research,
10 villages with 1729 households were
investigated. Using Cochran formula with a 0.08
error, 138 households were selected as sample
families. In order to achieve research goals with
the use of the documentary studies, a wide range
of indices with Creativity, risk-taking, resource
management, local employment diversity and
income diversity dimensions were determined
and with the use of field studies (such as
completion of questionnaires and the forms of
field observations), the situation of all of them
have been investigated. Also, for analyzing the

data, software, FAHP, GRA and Kendall's
correlation coefficient test were used in SPSS
software.

Results and discussion

The results of the examination of 6 indicators
related to the creativity component in relation to
rural entrepreneurship with an emphasis on lake
tourism show that, according to the respondents,
the indicators of self-employment with an
average of 3.92 and improvement of their career
future and Children with an average of 3.90 have
the highest average weight. Also, the results of
the examination of 7 indicators related to the risk-
taking component in relation to rural
entrepreneurship with an emphasis on lake
tourism show that, from the respondents' point of
view, the indicators of belief in personal ability
with an average of 4.03 and high spirit A flight
with an average of 3.56 has the highest average
weight .

The results of the pairwise comparison of
indicators related to the investigated dimensions
in relation to rural entrepreneurship with an
emphasis on lake tourism, according to experts
(using fuzzy AHP software) show that; In the
dimension of creativity, the self-employment
index with a weight of 0.188; In the dimension of
risk taking, the index of belief in personal ability
with a weight of 0.256, in the dimension of
resource management, the index of participation
in decision-making with a weight of 0.285, in the
dimension of diversity of local employment, the
index of improvement of employment with a
weight of 0.299 and According to the experts, the
diversification of income index of investment in
tourism activities with a weight of 0.224 has the
greatest impact on the development of rural
entrepreneurship. Also, the results of the pairwise
comparison of the investigated dimensions in
relation to rural entrepreneurship with an
emphasis on lake tourism, according to experts
(using Fuzzy AHP software) show that; The
dimensions of income diversity and local
employment diversity with weights of 0.346 and
0.263, respectively, have the greatest impact on
the development of entrepreneurship, and the
dimensions of resource management and risk
taking, with weights of 0.106 and 0.127,
respectively, have the least impact on
Development of rural entrepreneurship according
to experts.

Conclusion
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The findings of the research confirm that there
is a significant negative correlation between
the dimensions studied and the distance
between the villages of Maharlou Lake
according to the Kendall correlation
coefficient (-0.413) and error level less than
0.01. Finally, using the GRA technique,
entrepreneurship with the emphasis on lake
tourism in the villages of Doubaneh,
Maharlou-kohneh and Maharlou-no has the
highest impact in Mahmoud Abad and Posht-
par villages with moderate performance and in
other villages have poor performance.
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
