Abstract

The aim of this article is to examine the trends in the development of criminology taking into
account the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic. The logic of the innovative criminology approach
is related to the types of new criminal threats and their consequences.

Appropriate
criminology approaches have a specific nature and content. These trends confirm that, despite the
importance of criminology, there is a need to research the development of organized crime,
cybercrime, human trafficking, drugs and weapons and the possibility of combating and preventing
them.
