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Abstract

Background and Obijective: Today, most countries use military
agreements to support and protect the country's security, while less
developed countries use agreements with the intention of attracting
more foreign military interactions and gaining a greater share in They
create a competitive environment. Therefore the present research was
considered with the aim of investigating the interactions between the
Stringency of military agreements, the instability of the political
system, and the structure of military ownership.

Methodology: The current research is in the category of descriptive-
correlational research from the perspective of practical purpose and
from the perspective of method and nature. The data related to the
military interactions of the agreements formed between the countries
and defense military forces with an average of three foreign defense
military activities were selected and collected and analyzed using
paired logistic regression.

Findings: Political instability and the strictness of military alliances
do not have a significant effect on military expropriation in a non-
interactive manner, but in the interactive mode, as political instability
increases, military alliances tend to reverse the preferences of military
forces towards majority rather than minority cooperation. At higher
levels of political instability, the strictness of military alliances
increases the likelihood that military forces will choose military
expropriation.

Conclusion: The more precise the content of treaties, the more
effective they can be in preventing undesirable actions and
government influence, resulting in political instability. The more
stringent the treaties, the stronger the credibility of the commitment
to protect property rights.

Background and Objective:

When a military force wants to carry out military security or special military activity in another
country, there is always a risk that, like foreign investments in political instability, investments
made in the host country will be declared national or in some way be confiscated by the host
country. To protect them and to support military cooperation, most countries sign military
agreements(Christopher et al. , 2016). In the world, there are various contracts and legal
frameworks for military cooperation. One of the most important frameworks in this field is
military agreements. These treaties provide provisions and guarantees for those military forces
pursuing military cooperation/relations or specifically foreign military activities. Of course, if
two countries have signed a free agreement, this agreement will replace the treaties. In this
regard, by using military agreements, if a military force complains about an action/actions, it is
not necessary to refer to local courts and can benefit from international mediation(Li & Zahra,.
2012). The resolution of these disputes is usually under the jurisdiction of the International
Center for the Settlement of Military Disputes. Countries can use bilateral/multilateral and
regional military agreements to protect their country's security during military activity in
uncertain and unstable conditions( Wei , 2015). In this regard, developing and emerging military
forces sign bilateral/multilateral and regional military agreements to attract foreign military
cooperation/activities and compete for a greater share of foreign military cooperation/activities.
There is increasing evidence that the presence of foreign military cooperation encourages and
leads to the conclusion of bilateral/multilateral and regional military pacts and reduces the
possibility that host governments will interfere or revise policies that are not useful/harmful to
the military. However, research in this field has brought different and contradictory results.
Therefore, due to the importance of military agreements, the present research was considered
with the aim of investigating the interactions between the Stringency of military agreements, the
instability of the political system, and the structure of military ownership.

Methodology:

The current research is in the category of descriptive-correlational research in terms of its
practical purpose and in terms of its method and nature. The research data related to the military
cooperation of the agreements formed, based on 110 German foreign investments in the field of
military activities between 2012-2022 and with 11 countries among the countries and military
forces that have an average of three foreign military activities, were selected and collected,
which was controlled by the spectrum A wide range of factors related to the company, country
and industry were analyzed using binary logistic regression.

Findings:

In order to investigate the purpose of the study, 4 models and two additional models were
considered. In the first model; three variables; Political instability (PI), strictness (SMA) and
interactive variable P1 * SMA are not considered and without considering these three variables,
only two variables of military cooperation rules and population have a significant effect on
expropriation. In other words, the more and more stable the laws related to military
cooperation/relations, the less expropriation happens (coefficient -0. 31). In the second model;
Among the three main variables, only the political instability variable (IP) has been included in
the model, whose effect (coefficient -0. 17) is not significant on its own. However, again, the two
variables of military cooperation rules and population are significant. In the third model; Among
the three main variables, only strictness variable Military Agreements (SMA) are included in the



model, and here, too, the effect of strictness is statistically significant Military contracts
(coefficient -0. 118) is not significant. However, again, the effect of the two variables of military
cooperation rules and population are significant. In the fourth model; All three variables of
political instability (IP), strictness of military agreements (SMA) and interactive variable (IP *
SMA) have been entered into the model. Again, the two variables of military cooperation rules
and population have a significant effect in this model. In addition, the interactive effect (IP *
SMA) is statistically significant (coefficient 0. 52), but the two variables of political instability
(IP) and strictness of military agreements (SMA) are not significant. Therefore, the interaction
effect in Model 4 shows that At higher levels of political instability, greater legal
stringency/solidity in military treaties increases the probability of choosing military forces from
the entire structure. In other words, it is clear that stricter military contracts with increasing
political instability encourage the military to choose a majority rather than a minority ownership
structure.

Conclusion:

The tightening of military treaties, both bilaterally/multilaterally and regionally, is an important
aspect of the broader international institutional environment that drives military expropriation,
particularly in countries with political instability. This study provides a logical argument for the
impact of tightening military treaties on military expropriation under different levels of political
instability, using institutional theory and focusing on research related to the international political
system. The indirect effect of tightening military treaties on military expropriation at higher levels
of poiiiica inttabiiiyy nirroduces a “iigheeningllega soiidttyffmmmess” effec tha provide the
“eeassuaance” needed to protect international assets and causes military security actors to engage
in military security activities, and international military forces choose to expropriate the majority,
otherwise they choose to expropriate the minority(Rosendorff, & Shin,. 2015). The present study
focuses on the important role that the design features of international military agreements play in
influencing the strategy of international military forces. The strictness of military treaties acts to
moderate the relationship between political instability and military expropriation in host countries.
In conditions of political instability, if the strictness of military treaties is more precise and
stricter, military forces in the host country will enter and invest in military
cooperation/relationships in a way that they will be willing to choose the majority ownership of
the military affairs invested in the host country and with stricter military treaties, they will not
worry about expropriation (confiscation or nationalization) in conditions of political instability,
Because the existence of stricter and more solid military treaties forces and obliges the host
country to protect the invested military affairs and recognize the ownership of the host country
and prohibits governments from influencing and interfering in changing the structure and
ownership shares and, more importantly, expropriation.
